She said the idea that any

one professed to beliexe that parents in

Lawrence had been intimidated Into allow-

lag their children to come here made her

Indignant.
"We took no children unless the parents

were willing to let them come and th*

children were willing," she said. "I fall !
to see how Colonel Sweetzer could pre- j
vent us from bringing any more children
under such circumstances. One would
tkiak we were kidnapping the children. A

false story probably was started when

Mary Sloan ran away from home when the
first children came. The children had even

a voice when they came here in choosing
the persons they liked to adopt them.
There Is nothing haphazard about it."

BROOKLYNLACKS SCHOOLS
Figures Show It Is Behind in

Educational Facilities.
Sex-eral prominent educators In Brooklvn

have compiled a set of comparative figures
drawn from the latest report of the United
States Commissioner of Education, showing
the conditions relating to higher education
in five leading cities of the country. The e

figures tend to show that Brooklyn Is far
behind all other places in educational fa¬
cilities, in comparison with her population.
New York City, Including all boroughs,

with a population of 4,766,"S3, has two -uni¬
versities, four repárate colleges and sixteen
professional schools, while Chicago, with
less than half this population (2,210.-61). ha*
two universities, three separate colleges
and twenty-six professional schools. Phila¬
delphia, with h population of only 1.7'_,"*"i»,
has two universities, four separate colleges
and fourteen professional school?. Even
Hoston, with only l.nOO.000 population, boasts
of two universities, three separate 60ll»s«tss
and fifteen professional schools.
Although the boroughs of Manhattan and

The Bronx alone, with a population of
2.762,5-2. compare favorably with other
cities, having two universities, two separate
colleges and thirteen professional schools.
it Is Brooklyn's lack of these facilities that
brings down the average for the city.
Brooklyn alone although It has a popula¬
tion almost as largo as Philadelphia a*d
almost txxice as large as Boston (the fig¬
ures are 1.634,361). has only two separate
colleges, three professional schools and no

universities.
Brooklyn alone has only 1.401 students in

universities, colleges and professional
schools, or a ratio of Sú students per l<X>.«0Of».
while Chicago has a ratio of 660 students
per 100.000. and Boston heads' the list with
a ratio of 906 per 100.000. Saw York City.
all boroughs, is at the bottom of the list of

other cities, with only 300 students per

100,000.
In the matter of annual expenditure per

capita of population. Boston again heads
the list, with 13OS. while New York City!
again brings up the rear, with only $0.97.
Brooklyn, with only $0.16, being responslll.-
for the greater city's showing.

TALKS ON "SOCIAL MURDER"
The Rev. Mr. Holmes Would Re¬

vise Sixth Commandment.
It is time to revise the sixth command¬

ment, which forbids murder, to adapt It to

industrial and economic slaughter, the Rev.

John Hayea Holmes, pastor of the Uni¬

tarian Church of the Messiah, In East 31th

street, told his congregation yesterday
morning. He is preaching a series of ser¬

mons on the "Ten Commandments In the

Twentieth Century."
He referred to what he called a conserva- j

tlve estimate of the number of murders
committed In this country every year. It

was made some tirne ago. and It put the

murders at from eight to nine thousand.
"If I were to tell you Jt is almost Impos¬

sible to convict any man of murder," he

went on, "you would be inclined to laugh
In my face, but we know that not one In

four who commit murder is placed on trial,
not one In ten ever sees the Inside of a

prison, and perhaps one In a hundred re¬

ceives capital punishment.
"So much for the murders that many cry

out against. What have you to say of

those that are defended In certatti parts of

the country? What have you to say to the

lynching of black men without remon- j
strance on the part of the community In j
WhUh the crime occurs?"
Continuing. Mr. Holmes said:
"In th- ordinary course of social evolu-

tion new forms of murder appear. The
gun and the dagger are not essential. So- (
clal conditions may bo used. In the prlmi-
tlve days man did not depend much on hla
(SllOWS for the means of living, but In these
times <**rtain privileged classes of lndl-1
\ Iduals have arisen to places of pgwsf
w here they can dictate life and death to

other men. I refer to the economic and
* «iustrial conditions of to-day.
'Men have becom«- dependent upon one

another as they never were before, and

the new weapon of murder Is social con¬

trol."
In Illustration of his principle Mr. Holmes

recounted the experiences of u charity

worker, a woman xxhose duty took her one

day to a tenement house, xvhere, in a dark

room, she found a man dying from tutet-

culosls. and his four children waiting In

science for the return of their mother, up«m

whom the support of the family had de-

volved. Soon afterward the worker was

called from the city and did not return un¬

til two and a half years had passed. She

Inquired for the family, and was told that

they were no longer In need of charity.
All five were dead.

..I would liko to talk of the Lawrence

strikers, and of other workers stru«:k down
before their allotted time, after spending
years of misery trying to support families
on wages Insufficient for one. Do you not

think it Is time the sixth commandment
xvere revised so that we may see that these

things aro murder? Let us have a society

that is Just as quick to punish a man for

th*s type of murder as for tho old-fash-

onfcd kind. Let us realize the measure of

our social responsibility."

| The Chattel Loan Society of New York, a
remedial Institution incorporated under the

Its capital is S_üO,'»> and has been all paid
in. It has been organized chiefly on tho In¬
itiative of the Rossell Sage Foun«latl«n to
perform the same function as to mortgage
loans on furniture an«! other chattels which
the I'rovid.-nt Loan Society performs In
pawnbroking. Its organizers are largely
Uio^e already connected with thf Provldont
Loan Society, and It will he operated on the
same general lints. It Is not a charitable
institution, but a business organization, to
I»- conducted on sound business prindplsa
The maximum loan will bo PW, totSfSSl

will »*>e charged at the outset at the legal
rute of | pi r cent a month, it Is the hopo
of its organizer», thnt It may lc possible
tc reduce this rate later.
