VOCATIONAL BILL FAVORED

U. 8. Meas{:re to Aid Education
Will Be Reported To-day.

Washington, Feb, 25 —The vocational edu-
eation bill, of which Senator Page, of Ver-
mont, is the author, calllng for about $2.-
250,000 next vear and increasing earh year
until 1821, when the maximum of $14,462 -
000 is reached, will be favorably reported
to-morrow from the Eenate Commities on
Agriculture and Forestry.

The bill embraces an appropriation of
$5,000,000 to encourage education in high
achools along vocational Unes ., Including
home economics; $4,000,000 to encournge
the establishment of agricultural high
schools : $2,900,000 for demonstration work
on farms; $1,000,000 for the maintenance
of fleld test and breeding stations, and 8,-
480,000 for the education of teachers at

state agriceltural colleges and state nor-
mil schools,
