OPPOSE SUBWAY BUILDING
Three Plaintiffs Fight Demurrers

in Brooklyn Court.
Demurrers In three suits instituted to

prevent the city from entering into con¬

tracts with certain railway companies for

the operation of the new 'subways were

argued before Justice Blackmar. In the Su¬

preme Court. Brooklyn, yesterday. In the

three cases the ground for demurring was

that the facts stated by the plaintiffs did

not constitute a cause of action. The de¬
fendants argued that the proposed con¬

tracts were legal, and that the suits should
be dismissed. The decision was reserved m
«»ach case.
The first case was that of John R. Ryon

against the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com¬

pany and the Public Service Commission,
the second was that of the Admiral Realty
Company against the commission and the
Intf-.rbOiOugh Rapid Transit Company, and
the third was that of John J. Hooper
against both companies, the commission
and the city.

FOUND GUILTY OF FRAUD
Ex-Convict Worked a Fake

Money Lending Scheme.
Emory M. Toger?, an ex-convict, who

worked a bad money lending scheme when¬
ever he could find a dupe, was convicted
of grand larc&ny yesterday by a jury be-

fore Justice Seabury, in the Criminal
Branch of the Supreme Court. George E.

Reynolds, the complaining witness, testi¬

fied that he read Rogers's advertisements
offering capital for boosting business
ventures, and, having a moving picture
project on hand.
