Borough President Steer« mad»' a short

speech II»' called Brooklyn the home of
all and related several tales of the

old Atlantic^, champions of nearly forty
years ago. He, too. expressed the
for a winning team and wished the club
long life and prosperity. Mr Steers had
hardly left the stand, when Castl« Broth«
».rs, tho contractors, set a lang of laborera
at work breaking ground In what will be
right field.
At a luncheon which followed Mr. Eb¬

bet» said that, he hrrped to have the grounds
completed by the latter part of July or

th« early part of August. While t1 a
luncheon was in progress a telegram was

received from Hill Hablan and the team'
in Hot Springs, Ark., wishing the new

field the best of luck.
The field Is situated near Prospect Park

and is hounded on the east by Bedford
avenue, on the west by t'ednr Place, on

the north by Montgomery street ,-rnd on

¦uth by Sullivan street Centrally
located, it will he within i'.'isy reach of ill-
most any part »»f Brooklyn. No fewer
than a dozen transportation liiifs puss
within a few blocks of the entrances.
When completed the stadium will com¬

pare favorably with any In the country.
It will be built entirely of concrete and
steel and will have a seating capacity of
from 3Û.000 to 35,000 persons, '»'he grand¬
stand and pavillon will have a frontag« of
more than 1,100 feet. It will extend from
Bedford avenue west to Cedar Place par¬
allel to Sullivan Street, and from Cedar
Place north to Montgomery street par¬
allel with Cedar Place.
The grandstand will be built on the

western end of the plot and will 1 <¦ Semi«
circular. It will be two tiers In height
Tho entrances will be at the corners of
('».lar Place aid Sullivan street. The lobby
of this entrance will be eighty feet In
dlamet'-r, elaborately unlt-ncii with tiled

Boon; the walls will be finished with glased
brick. Tho ticket fillers' booths will be

furnished with plate glass windows.
