FACTION DEFORMING DIPLOMACY.

The fact of the defeat of the peace
{reaties I8 to Dhe regretted. It is, how-
ever, to be regarded as merely *tem-
porary nud remediabie. We cannot fol-
erate the suggestion that: the United
States, after having conspicuously taken
the lead of the world in the movement
for International justice and pence, avill
now fall to the rear and refuse to do
so much as to keep in line with other
enlightened natlons. 1t _would be mon-
strons to assume that when France and
Germany and Great Britaln and Japan
and other powers were willing and
eager to form a jeaghe for the suhsti-
tution of justice for brute force the
United States alone wonld demur and
defent the benevolent design. To regard
such a thing as possible wonld be very
greatly to mistake the disposition of
the American people, We have confl-
dence, therefore, that In the not distant
fature the illadvised marplotry of
Thursday last will be undone and that
the great conventions for the promotion
of justice and peace among the nations
will be ratified in an effective and ac-
eaptable form.

Immeasurably worse, however, than
fhe fact was the manner in which the
defent of the treaties was effected, It
was done not on any basls of principle
huat through sheet partisanship and fue-
tional spite. It was not to protect the
nation from what was intelligently anl
gincerely regamded ns an error of pol-
iey, but rather to deny to the adminis-
tration the credit and honor of &0 nehle
an aehievement. 1t was not to serve
the countr® that Democrats and insur-
wonts voted to deform the treatles, but

Islmpl,\- to “put the adniinistration In

a ole In a single episode that is mis-
chievons and disereditable. As a fixed
course of action It would be unspeakn-
bly ominons of evil to the Republie, 1§
woulid mean the dominance of domestic
faettonalism in the forelgn policy and
relations of the country, and that in
turn wonld make onr diplomacy futile
and contemptible and forfeit onr title
to confidence nnd réspect in  Inter
national  eounclls. What government
wonld eare to enter into important con-
ventions with this conntry if the rati-
ficatlon and permanent observance of
(iem were known to depend upon the
exigencies of party politics?

Sueh conduct, while disereditinz the
nation in the eves of the world, wonlid
not have so much as the poor Jnstifi-
cation of sueeess in domestie polities,
When It was directod ngainst .Tr:!m Quin-
ey Adams, in the hope of destroying his
prospects of becoming 'resident, it com-
pletely fallel of that purpose, for he
Leeame President in spite of 1t, while
it did entall upon the nation the cost
of years of tribmlation and the waging
of the least honmorable of its wars. In
the present case, while there is prob-
ably no danger of the factionism pro-
moting forelgn war. there Is every
prospect of its faillng as before in
its spitetul domestic purpose, This
“slap at the Presldent” will do him no
harm. On the contrary, 1t 1s much more
iikely to react against those who have
gought to Inflict it upon him and to
strengthen his administration and his
progressive and enlightened forelgn pol-
jex in the confldence and esteem of the

nation.

PRESIDENTIAL PRIMARIES HERE.

The Presidentinl primary bill which
Assemblyman Robinson, Colonel Roose-
velt’s nephew, has just introduced at
Albany may be taken as {llustrating the
difficulties in the way of changlng to
that system at this late date, Here
conditions are more favorable to making
<uch n change than in most other states,
for the Leglklature is in ression, But the
wesalon 18 nearly ended.  Mr. Robinson’s
Bl eonld not be got through, except with
an emergeney message from the Gov-
ernor and with the eo-operation of hoth
parties. And there is no renson to #uj-
pose that the Governor or the Demo
cratic majority in the Senate will make
the extraorvdinary efforte necessary to
got the bill throngh, even If they are not
strongly opposed to it

And this state furnishes a good illns-
teation of how 11ttle public demand there
i for a Presidential primary. New Yark
has just got through several yeiars of
agltation for direct primaries. In the
course of that agltation the subject was
dlsenssed from every poipt of view, and
yot no demand for the Presidential pri-
mary developed. Nor are there any slans
of any publie demand for it now. The
only request for 1t comes from Colonel

Roasevelt and his eampalgn managers,

CONSTITUTION  AND
PREFERENCE.

If the courts ghould deelde that the
preferentlal pnyments called for by the
gereements with both the Interborough
and the Brooklyn Rapid Transit com-
panfes were unconstitutional the gubway
problem would be more confused than
ever, for no offer has been received for
the rontes now contemplated or already
bullding which did not eall for some
preference to the operator. Nor is any
likely to be received, ‘The length of the
ride to be furnished for a nickel and the
other stringent eonditions make that cer-
tiin.  If o preferentinl payment is
barred. then it is likely that there must
be either city operation or another con-
stitutionnl amendment making possible
the bargain which all would-be operators
require.

The question Is a close one, about
which good lnwyers have differed, but it
fs mnot unreasonable to hope that the
courts will regard the preferentinl pay-
mwent not ns the result of a loan of the
eity's eredit to the trausit companies,
but rather as a payment by the city for
services rendered. The Brooklyn com-
pany will recelve the preference @ about
£2.000,000 a vear, hecanse It 8 going to
throw its own property, its clevated
lines, into the new rapdd transit system.
The pnyment will be proportioned to the
service rendered, because the amount is
about what the elevated lines now earn
and are lkely to continue to earn,
There |8 no reason to donbt that the
eity could lease those lines, and the
transaction actually arranged for in the
ugresment does not differ practically
from a lense, =

As for the preferences which the In-
terborongh company will receive, they
may be regardetl as payments for the ser-
viee of operating the elty’s subway sys-
fem, for contributing a large sum toward
the construction of that system, for pool-
fng the earnings of the present systemn
with the one to be bullt and furnis
u ride over both for a single fare, for
sarrendering a part of the lease of the
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it | present system and for other services,

It would surely be perfectly legitimate
for the city to agree to pay the Inter-

borough company & lump sum auntally

for these serviees. DBut the agreement
to pay a certain pereentage of a certain
«um does not differ in principle from
puying a lump swi. In elther cake the
eity would have fo wait until after it
had paid its operntor for money to meet
the interest on its own bouds. Yet if the
city were paying an operator for his ser-
viees In operating ite sabway system
and for other servives & lump sum yearly
no one would contend that the city was
loaning him its eredit.
AMUNDSEN AND ROOTT.

The mistmderstanding over the news
of the diseovery of the South Pole Is an-
noying, and may be embarrassing to
somebody, put there is probably no dan-
ger of its lending 1o anything like the
disereditable  imposture @il reviling
which marred the corresponding Arctie
exploit. It will he interesting to have
those who were responsible for the orlgi-
nal report [-”duh‘j W what authority
they announeed that Captain Amundsen
Lad given the credit to Captain Scott.
There is no perceptible warrant for any
suel announeement in the published dis-
patches of the Norwegian explorer. Hap-
pily, there is also no trace of anything
like a dispute or of grounds  for one.
Captain Amundsen has returmed to elvil-
fzation and reported the date of his dis-
covery of the pole. That is all e
makes no mentfon of any other expedi-
tion, and there is of course no reason
why he should if he did not meet one.
Of comrse, he will ot the earliest oppor-
tunity give to the world his scientific
proofs,  Meantime, it is eomforting to
ohserve that nobody shows any inelina-
tion to doubt his word or 1o question the
good falth and aceuracy of his hrief
bulletin of victory.

The friends of Captain Seott will of
conrse he disappointed, unless, ns Sir
Frnest Shackleton snugests, It may tam
out that e, ton, reached the ]ul|l" in
such elrenmsianees as to sharve the hon-
ors  with  Captain - Amundsen—thongh
fhiz seoms decidedly  Bmprobable. Tt
there will be no bitterness or heart-
burnings.  From the beginning It wasg
recognized that of all the expeditions
which were simunlianeonsly operating in
the Antaretic regions those of Seoft and
Amundsen were in a eluss of thelr own,
far surpassing all the rest in the likell-
hood of their reaching the pole. 1t wis
the intention of each of them to seek the
pole ditectly rather than to do general
exploratory work, and the starting points
seleeted and the routes chosen by them
were recognized as the best for Just that
end. Yet between the two the rivalry
wis of the friendliest deseription. At
one time, it is true, some zealous parti-
sang of the British expeditlon suggested
that the Norweglans had inteoded upon
a fleld preempted by Captain Seott, but
that intimatlon had Httle support and
wis long ago abindoned, and it was rec-
oznized that the two rivals ha@l a falr
field before them,

We must await fuller reports hefora
any estimate of the selentific results of
the achievemnent ean be made, It 1s an
light thing just to have reached the pole
and thus to have demgnstrated that
there 18 no gpot upon the surface of the
globe effectively barred against the dar-
ing and perseverance of man. But we
shall expect to find, even In the annals of
a direct dash to the pole and back ngala,
with no attempt at general exploration
or study of conditiong, much that will pe
of profit to students of geography and
meteorology. The mere compurison of
extreme Antarctie with extreme Aretie
conilitlons will be of much interest.
Thers may nlso be some lght thrown
upon the theory, which was recently
noted and discussed In these columns,
that the earth Instead of belng a sym-
metrical oblate spherold §s really pear-
shipesl,

In any case there will be cause for
sineere rejoleings over the fact that the
great exploits of Captaln Conk and Ross
and Wilkes hitve now been followed with
complete suceess and that the eentre of
each polar map of the world must henee
forth bear some other luseription than
that of “U'nexplored.”

CHAOTIC OHIN A,

The gond promises of o fow doys ago
in China sevm uot to have heen fulfilled,
The oneournging asnoounesnent  was
made that Dr. Sun Yatsen and the
whole republican provisional government
would promptly  remove from Nanking
to Peking. This was enconraglng not
hecnuse It indieated that the repnbleans
hiadd abandoned their former predilection
for Nanking and their objections to ree.
ognizing Peking ax the national eapitnl,
tut heenuse It shiowed n self-denying de-
termitntion on the part of the hest men
in China to get together for the restorn-
tion of order and the secure establish-
ment of the new forin of government.
The foremost men in China to-day are
Yuan Bhih-kal and 8un Yat-=en, So long
n% the one was at Peking and the other
ot Nanking the nation wox divided in In-
terest and authorlty. If they came to-
gother In either of those capital cltles
there wonld be a hopeful measure of
unity

Now. however, there I8 an wtimation
that even such a junction of forces, if 1t
ciun still be effected, may be too late.
We are told that Yuan Shili-kai has lost
anthorlty and power and 18 in n desper-
ate plight, while there s no indieation
that Sun Yatsen has correspondingly
galned.  Instend, China has lapsed tow-
urd ehaos, It I8 true that thus far there
s no assured appearance of nny serlous
or general politleal motive in the eurrent
disturbanees; no hint at a revolution,
cither forward or backward. 1t is not
even known, so far as the dispatches
show, what are the politieal amiliations
of the bruwlers, If thed have nny.  They
are simply taking sdvantage of what
geems to them o good apportunity for
looting. A =ignifiennt hint of this is con-
veyed i o enrrent dispateh, which tellg
of the mustering out as untrustworthy
of 3,000 troops “who were formerly
pirates,” and who now, following thelr
dismissal from the army, “will probably
“form themselves into roving bands of
“desperadoes.”  Bmplee or republie, It is
all the same to them. Their one idea Is.
pillage.

It will not escape notiee, ullhl-r, that
the fmmemaorial soclal constitution of the
Chinese Empire facilitntes preeisely sneh
troubles as nre now afllicting the repub-
lie. Tt has often been remarked that the
Chinese dge one of the most demoeratic
peoples In the world, Nowhere is loeal
nutonomy more complete, and nowhere
ix fear of or respect for auy central gov-
ernment less observable than in Chinn,
That spirit of individualism and of com-
munal Mdependence Is admirable when
exerclsed for the development of repub-
llean fostitutions; but It Is mischievons
when it is distorted Into a disregard for
all law and all authority. The harmo-
nious cooperation of the two great lead-
lers might so impress the pubile mind as
to prevent further lapses info anarehy
and mean the organization of a t
force to quell the existing disorders, But

such aetion, if it Is to be eflicient, st
be taken quickly, or what started ag o
campaign for private loot may soon he
developed into a real revolution.
