RIGHTS OF TENANTS DEFINED
Court Holds Dispossess Invalid

Against Absent Lessor.
The Appellate Division of »li«> Supreme

Court lias just tendered a ,1,» îsion affecting
the rights of tenants «if based property.
The suit was originally brought in the .Mu¬
nicipal Court by Dr. Marshall Warrin.
owner ff til«« house at Ko. I"«'"1 Easl
Street, against Mrs. «'athcilne Haverty,
who ran a garage In tli»1 building The
Buildings Department declared the house
unsafe, and ordered it removed or the walls

taken down an»l rebuilt Mr?. Haverty
thereupon moved.

Dr. Warrin Insisted that by a clause in
the leas«*, which provided that th<- »en-

ant wag to comply with all orders of the
municipal authorities, the cost of the re¬

building should be bom- by Mrs. Haverty.
Th«- owner also said that his right to col¬
lect rent was not Impaired by the action
of tli« Buildings Department or the aban¬
donment of the premises by the tenant.

Finally, he had the'wall»* rebullí and
made other structural changea, after which
il«- began disposâtes proceedings under the
lease, although the tenant was already out.

He obtained judgment in the Municipal
Court Then he began action to rerover
th« coal <t i .¦ worh «'i reconstruction
and foi the accrued rent, amounting in all
to OiMO. In that action the warrant In the

dispossess proceedings was coOClUSlTg evi¬
dence, and again Dr. Warrin won.
