THE ASSEMBLY AND THE WOMEN.

The Assembly's passage of he wonian
suffrage resnlution appears to have heen
a kind of eompliment to women, for the
favorable actlon was promptly recousid-
ered and reversed.  Still atlowing for the
vores that were not east in good falth,
the suffrage amendinent to the constitu-
thon whs treated with a seriousness that
it has never comminded at Albany e
fore, and undoubtediy f1s real strength
was greater than In past years. A com-
parisan of the flgares by which jt was
pofectod yestorday  with those of 1813
edanses surprise. The Assembly this year,
after passing the resolntion hy a vote nf
70 to A7, adopted a metion ta reconsider
by 60 to 647, Last yvear the Assombly re-
jected the resolutlon hy a' vote of 90
1o A8,

The change in the Senate vote is uat-
nrally less, the membership of the Sen-
ate being vivtually the snne. The Sen
ate gave a wajority for the resolution in
bath years, the vole of 1911 heing 19 to
15 and that of 1912 heing 21 to 10
Twenty-slx votes are required to pnss
How many of the twentyv-one Senators
who this yvear vated for woman suffriage
wonld have opposed It if they had not
folt assured that 1t wonld Iack the re-
gquired twenty-eix vortes it Is impossible
1o sny. Probably there are several. juet
a8 there are douhbtless some Assembly-
wen who thonghr (0 politie 1o he re-
eorded in favor of the measure who
wonld have opposed it if they nad
thonght it had any chance of passage.
