Mr. Marconl sald it was the first time he
had spoken before & large American gath-

ering. He hud many charts and stereop-
ticon slides to {llusteate his lecture, His
hearers leaned forwiard eagerly whenever

he referred to sea disastors, and thers was
a spell over the audlence when he gradually
led up to the Titanic disaster.

“l know you will understand me.'" said
the speaker, “when 1 say that I feel with
the whole world what a great benefit wire-
less telegraphy has been In the last week.
It was the means of saving many preclous
human Hyves in the worst marine disaster
In the history of the world. [ feel with all

1 others the gratefulness for the wireless tele-

graph”

Mr. Marconi almed to explaln many
polnts which have become of nterest since
the Titanle disaster. Thus he spoke of fog
and Its effect on wireless communication.

“Fog 18 the enemy of-ships,” he said,
“hut It seems to ald wireless telegraphy.
Off the British Coast the heavy, foggy
weather seems to be the best climatie con-
ditton for the transmission of messages.”
The inventor sald that In eleven years'
time the distance of transmission had In-
creased from 200 to 3,000 miles.

“l am glad the U'nited States requires all
passenger boats entering 1ts ports to he
| equipped with the wireless telegraph,” said
| the speaker. “The chief facllity of wire-
ilv:m {8 In its communication between ships
at sea mwnd land statlons, The main use of
wireless will ba the sea. It seems to be
the spetlal fleld for It and does not offer
the obstacles of land.”

Mr. Marconi sald he was glad to know
thls government would promulgate rules to
regulate the use of wireiess telegraphy,
but he hoped the regulation would not go
too far. He sald he did not want to see
the ether Interfered with by red tape.

“1t 18 & good thing to have many stations
able to plek up messages such as a ship In
d.stress would send.”

Wirsleas telegraphy, ke aviation, he
added, 1s an art as well as a sclence, and
“u great deal depends on the efficlency of
the operator.””

Mr. Marconi spoke of the earth’s con-
ductivity In long distence transmission of
slectrio waves and of the use of the aero-
plane wireless in the rtallan-Turkish war.

At the end of his address another wave
of upplause swept over the audlence. Pro-
fessor Pupin, of Columbla, spoke after the
inventor, and closed his remarks with the
exclamation that Mareconl, and Marconi
alone, was the man to whom all honor
whould be given as the invemtor of the
wireless telegraph,

1t was proposed that the Inventor be
made an honorary member of the New
York Electrical Boclety. When the an-
pouncement was made men and women
(hroughout the house rose and applauded
ag the Inventor was inducted Into member-

ship.
