cently been approved, also afforded an
opportunity to trade profitabiy in both
the old and new stock, Owners of the
old stock are to receive five shares of
new for one of old, and have the priv-
{lege of subscribing for practically all of
the remaining new stock at par.

One of the pecullar features of the
Marcon! boom was the wide difference
between the price of the old stock of §20
par value and its equivalent in the new
shares, which are to be issued In Muay.
This wide difference has made possible
arbitrage operations between the two
fssuea, which have made small fortunes
for some curb traders. The new shares,
which have & par value of £5, have sold,
“when lesued,” for over $16 during the
recent boom.
