BISCHOFF CASE UP AGAIN,

Daughter-in-Law, Separated,

Beeks Part of Estate.

The family dlepute over the estats of
Henry Bischoff, who was a banker and
father of Justice Henry Bischoff, of the
Supreme Court, was agein In court yes-
terdsy on & motion hefore Surrogates Co-
balan made by Mre, Franklin J. Blschoff,
the wifs of another son of the testator,
for an order directing the executors of
the will of tha banker to pay her $375 In
lump and an allowance from one-fifth of
the eptate.

Mr. Blechoff left an estats valued at
about £250,000, Of this he left the in-
eome of one-fifth, or about $50,000, to his
won, Franklin J. Blechoff, who is & lawyer,
or to his wife. The latter obtalned &
separation from her husband in 1804. She
alleged that she was entitled to & share
of the estate, and that her hustand had
not supported her since he left her, Mr
Biachoff showed that although the court
granted her only $80 & month alimony ha
had been zllowing her $80 a month

Mrs. Murie B. Gregson, a daughter of
Mr. and Mre. Franklin J. Blschoff, also
made a claim on the eatate. She said
that she deprecated the continual lltiga-
tion and strife, which was & shame to the
family name of Blechef!, “of which a
$udge fs the present able and representa-
tive head.” Mrs. Bischoff also sought an
sllowance of $25 a month for Miss
Bischoff, another daughter, who wunts to
study music, although she sald this
amount was grossly insufcient.

Mr. Blschoff, who opposed the applica-
ton of his wife, sald that she spent most
of her income In unsuccessful litigation
and,that ghe has hypothecated part of her
tncome with lawyera who have clalms
against her,
