New Party Candidate Has
Cheerful Day as Lieutenants
File Reports of Progress
in Many States,

Oyster Bay, July 29.—Ex-Presldent
Roosevelt came rlght back at President
Tuft to-day, and in his reply to the Presi-
dent's defence of his renomination eom-
pared It to the election of William Lori-
mer to the United States Senate. In @
long statement Colonel Roosevelt relter-
ntes that he would have had a majority
of one hundred against President Taft if
the Chicago convention had been *hon=
egtly orgunized.”

Although the new party candldate ex-
temporized with a sudden counterblast to
Mr. Taft's sclf-defence to-day, he was by
1o means in a belllzerent mood.  In fact,
he wus most cheerful. The news that
Henater Dixon brought him vestorday
from the Middle West wag puartly respon-
sible for his high epirits, but in wddition
Colonel Roosevelt has just heard from
Btate Henntor Joseph Alsop, of Connecti-
cut, that he would not he surprised if
the Progressives vcarried the Nutmeg
Hiate.

“By George, this ta mighty good news.
don't you know,” Colonel Roosevelt ex-
clatmed. “Senator Alsop, Mr. Butterworth
and Mr. Smith all assured me & few
weaks ago that [ should not expect too
much. They sutd that the third party
movement would be & protesy, anyway.
Hut, by George, they have sent word now
that they expect to carry the state.”

The rousing convention of the Bull
Moose party in Faneull Hall, Boston, yes-
terday also pdded to the sum total of
Colonel Roosevelt's hepplness  to-day.
Some one told him that w prominent
Demoeratic offficlal of the Bay State had
remarked privately that a lurge percent-
