Revival in the Steel Industry.

“Probably the greatest etimulus to gen
sral husiness activity Is a revival in the
steel fndustry, and the most striking feat-
ure of the devefopment since the first
of the year In the iron and steel trade is
the tremendous tonnage and the high per-
centags of operation, Induced, no doubt,
hy the low prices for finished products,
Last fall, and in faoct during the greater

st low ebb, and the rallroads, as n result
of their enforced retrenchment, postponed
buying for other than immediate require-
ments’ The outcome of this policy was
sn accumulation of needs that
them into the market in the early part
of the present vear, and In fact over-
whelmed the stesl milla and taxed the
furnaces ta their full capacity.
