COLERIDGE-TAYLOR DEAD

An Appreciation of Composer’s
Career by B. T. Washington.

London, Sept. 1.—Samuel Colerldge-
Tavlar. the music composer, died to-day.
Je was the only compoeser of distinetion
to have negro blood in his veins.

The following ta an appreclation of Mr
Coleridge-Taylor's career by Booker T.
Washington:

It is given to but few nien in so short
u thne to create for themselves a posi-
tion of such prominence on two conti-
nents as fell to the lot of Samuel Cole-
ridge-Taylor. Born in London on Au-
gust 15, 1875, Celeridge-Taylor was just
past thirty-seven years old, His father,
an African and native of Sterra Leone.
was educated at King's College, London,
his medical practice being divided I"hl
tween London and Slerrs Leone. His
mother was an FEnglish woman.

As & child of four or five Colerldge-
Taylor could read music hefore he could
read & book. His first musical Instruc-
tlon was on the violin. The plano he
