The marriage contvact specifically sets |
forth that the marriage shall not al
bond giving efther any control over ur|
possession of the other, that it shall not |
be a bar to other marriage should this |
prove unfruitful, that the tie =hall ter-|
minate stmultaneously with the death |
of love on either slde and that neither
shall have the right to restrain the
othier should ha er she see fit to incur
other parental responsibility.

It provides that, since at present the
state provides no Income for mothers
and children, it shall ba the duty
the man to share equally with his wife
all earnings and property at such times
as she may be incapacitated for work,
that the expenses of the household and
the chldren shall be equally divided,

In case of separation they agree that
the financlal responsitdlity for their chil-
dren shall be divided, no muatter through
whose fault the divoree might occur
