“gunmen” of Chinatown, and many
witnesses.

Some of the witnesses are white men,
and this {8 regarded as being particu-
larly fortunate. TUsually on such oc-
easions the only witnesses to the dead-
1v aim of the Celestials are men of the
same race. Nothing can be gleaned
from such people. They maintaln a
bland appearance, bat their eyes sheep-
ishly—and say nothing.

Several white men, however,
among those who saw the actual kill-
ing, and it is through these witneases
that the police hope to f.-wu-n the crime
on the prisoners.

A Fight of Rival Tongs.

The real motive behind the latest out-
break in the tortuous streets of China-
town may never be known. The police
hold one theory and the District At-
torney’s office another, with half
dozen individuals holding &s many
more.
