Discutses the Brandt Case.
The Brandt case, owlng to the number

of Swedes hcreul outs, ls a rather Im¬

portant polltica me of the mem¬

bers of thit raee beve slgned a petition
to the varlous candldates for Oovernor
asklng for their views or. the affalr and
the action of Governor Dix. Oscar S.
Straus. Pr'nrresslve candldate for Gov-
ernor, had the matter put up to hlin, but
d!d not say anythlng aliont lt here.
Sam A. Carlson. Mayor of this city, and

the ProBreeshre candidate for Congress,
aga'nst Senator Hamllton, had
actlve wlth those who are seeklng to

After the vlslt
of Mr. Straus, he was not so actlve, and
many of the I ave the notlon
that thls was due to Mr. Straus's be¬
lief that Brandt got only what was his
due.

Hls ahoulder
hladr-s Beemed to be the spot choaen by
most of the crowd as a flt point for 1m-
presHlng Progressive sytnpathlaa, and he
had to flsht hard to get away from hla
frlendB.
