Say Berney Was at Wedding.
Mr and Mrs. Adriance make the in¬

teresting statement that Berney attended
their wedding. They also deny all the
allegations made by the plaintiff. Mrs.
Adrians says that Berney deserted her
.eefore she even met Adriance and that
«he obtslned her South Dakota divorce
on the ground of desertion.
But whatever were the circumstances

«f the marriage of Adriance and Mrs.
Berney, the plaintiff asserts that even
now she is not legally married to the de¬
fendant because the decree which Mrs.
Berney obtained was not legal, in that
he never was served in the suit and hHd
no opportunity to defend himself. This
peint wan argued before Justice Blanch¬
ard yesterday. Adriance offered the de¬
cree of divorce which his wife procured
la South Dakota against Berney, but
counsel for Berney argued that it should
be excluded because of its Invalidity.
For the defendant, it was argued that
he ai.d liis wife were residents of New
Jersey and that In that state the divorce
decree was valid. Against this conten¬
tion Berney bays that his residence Is in
New York and despite the fact that his
wife deserted him, her domicile, accord¬
ing to the law of New York State, was

Declares Adriance Was Boarder.
Counsel for Adriance denied that his

client and Mrs. Berney had lived together
irkr te. mo, and declared that Mrs.
Berney had lived with her father in 1S09
at Woodcllff, where Adriance was a
boarder Counsel added that "Mr. Ad¬
riance was married, but that circum¬
stance« had arisen so that for fifteen
>e«r« prior to this time he had not lived
«n.tr the same roof as his wife. His
«narrlage did not keep him from contract-
inff an enduring and honorable love for
Mr« Berney. They loved each other as
.nan and woman should."
' "We will show you," he went on to say,
"that the other allegations are untrue as
to thl« couple living together In 190**»."
Berney took the stand, but he told only

.f his marriage to Mrs. Adriance and

"Eggs Is Always
About a Week Old",

Retailers and Mrs. Heath
Insist That Cheap Eggs

Are All Right.
It I« up to you. Mme Housewife. If

you wish to pay TO and M cents a dosen
for efffs. very well, do «o. No one will
tStyt t. But If you take s!l this talk about
the high cost «~>f living seriously and don't
dare «pend «o much money for mere eggs.
why. don't, that'a all It ¡«n't nece«««ry.
according to that source of sll good coun¬
sel on things of the market, Mrs. Julian
Heath.
"No. there will be no egg boycott," Mrs.

Heath said last night. "If the women
want to pay high prices for fancy eggs.
let them; only I will say this word of
warning; Let them be sure it is fancy
eggs they are getting at these fancy
prbes. There aren't enough really fresh
eggs in existence to supply the trade in
New York City. This is the wrong time
©f year; the hens simply aren't laying. A
great many of the so-called fresh eggs
aren't frc^h at all.
"Indeed, the be.-«t cold storage eggs are

better than the average fresh' egg They
should be selling for ¦ cents a dozen now,
and they are perfectly good I use them
continually for boiling and poaching, and
you know if they stand that test they
must be all right "»"»omen are needlessly
afraid of the word 'cold storage.' If they
would only demand the stored eggs the
dealers would have te«, supply them. As
It is. they are holding the stock In the
storage houses, waiting until the fresh
eggs are exhausted in order to get still
bigger prices for them later on."
There are people, however, who inslsl

on "strictly fresh." even after Mrs
Heath's assurance that'such ere super¬
fluous luxuries. For such as these tb+r*
Is no hope Eggs yesterday were it centi
In one very' ordinary, humble grocer)
store on I_exlngton avenue, and the mel¬
ancholy proprietor had no doubt tha
they srould keep on getting scarcer am
higher until January.

"It don't pay us to keep 'em." h«
sighed. "What with rent and help sn<
horses and coal all goln" up, and u
gettin" no profit at all. so to speak. It'i
all we can do to get along. These her

"Ma are e dead losa to ma, but, ol
courae, I have to keep 'em. 81xty cent«
a dozen I paid for em, ahlpped yesterday
from 'way upstate, thoy waa They're
real country egg«, you see. If I oeil 'em
for « cent*, that'a only eight cente profit
to pay all the expenses and make up for
breakage.'*
Travelling a little further down the

avenue, an honest man was found, who
had his eggs all marked ingenuously:
"Cold storage, ¿ó cents.''
"My very best customers use 'tin all

the time,'' he Insisted, backing up Mia.
Heath's advice.
Still another variation on the high coat

of eggs waa revealed at the next estab¬
lishment.
"Kc»a la always a week old, no matter

how freih they are." waa the astonishing
infiirmatlon vouchsafed by a kindly pro¬
prietor with ahlny black curls. "It's no

uee to say eras came down from the
country yesterday. Suppose they did?
That don t say they« was laid yesterday.
Allow *em a day to be collected and an¬

other to bo packed, and two or time to
wait In the barn before they are collect¬
ed, end your eggs are pretty nearly al¬
ways about a week old. it's Impossible
to get absolutely fresh eggs In New York
unless you own your own hens up coun¬

try aomewhere and go up and get your
eggs two or three times a week.
"The retailer hern in New York City

who depends on private shipments doesn't
get any better eggs than we do that get
them from the wholesalers and can sell
at 43 and 4j tents. These are not cold
storage eggs, but we don't pretend they
were laid yesterday, either. They may be
for er flvo or seven daya old. but that's
no matter this kind of weather. The
wholesalers have a big. efficient syatem of
collecting the eggs from the best farms
all about the city. Every egg la 'can¬
dled' before it la packed. That« why
you never find any bad ones In theao egga,
while the 'atrlctly' freah ones aent by
privat« concerno often contain an an¬

cient egg, which haa been left over from
laat week or tho week before.
"We don't have to pay ao much express-

age on these big consignments, either, so

that's why our eggs are only 46 centa and
are lust aa good hh the 70 and 90 cent ones

sent from privat« concerna upstate."

CORNMEAL PANCAKES WITHOUT
EGGS.- Have ready two cupfuls of flour,
one cupful of commeal. a third of a cup¬
ful of sugar, a teaspoonful of soda and
two teaspoonfuls of cream of tartar. Sift
them, after mixing, and stir in a pint
of milk. Add a tablespoonful of melted
butter, and more milk, if desired thin.

Fry on a hot griddle and aerve hot.
CANADIAN STEAMED BREAD.-The

following recipe for steamed bread comes

from a Canadian family, but It is similar
to the -teamed bread prepared on this
side of the border line. Have ready three
cupfuls of «rraham flour, a cupful of
cornmeal, a cupful of molasse., two cup¬
fuls of aour milk, In which two teaspoon¬
fuls of soda have been dissolved; two cup¬
fuls of raisins, half s cupful of sugar.
and a teaspoonful of salt. Mix together
by adding the molasses to the mixed
meals, salt, raisins and flour, and then

stirring in the sour mill: after mixing it

with the sods. Steam the bread for three
hours in buttered moulds or large tins
with covers.
BALAD "EN SURPRISE.'--For a sea-

aonable «alad put a dressed celery salad
Into peeled tomato cups, and just before

serving turn the cups upside down on a

nest of lettuce or bleached celery leaves.

FRIED SPANISH PEPPERS -Spanish
peppers fried with onions make an ap¬

petizing garnish for stesk. rut them In

two lengthwise, season with a little salt

and fry them In olive oil for a moment on

each side.
LIME JELLT WITH WINE..Have

ready the juice of two limes, half a cup¬

ful of wine, one cupful of sugar, two cup¬

fuls of boiling water, half a cupful of

cold water and half a box of »elatine or

enough of one's favorite brand to stiffen

the jelly. Prepare It as lemon Jelly Is

prepared, and add the wine after the

mixture haa cooled. Berve with cream.

CHURCH AND RELIGIOUS NEWS NOTES
Gramercy Neighborhood Association Will Be Subject of Many

Sermons To-morrow.
Conditions of crime, controlled and not

controlled by the police, have led within
the year to the formation of vigilance
leagues and good neighbor committee« In
several parts of Manhattan Island. Th«
oldest of these organizations, the Gram-
ercy Neighborhood, has not only fostered
its own work, but encouraged the form¬
ing of leagues in other neighborhoods.
To-morrow ministers of all churches in
the Gramercy district have been asked
to preach on the civic life of the city,
and especially of the East Side.
There are forty-aeven churches of all

kinds, showing that religion has certainly
not abandoned a downtown district. This
district is from Fifth avenue to the East
River and between 7th and 24th streets.
Most of the ministers promise they will
comply with the request. There are

about three hundred enrolled members of
the Gramercy Association, and Catholic,
Protestant and Jewish forms of religion
are Included. Catholic priests and Jewish
rabbis are working side by side to sup¬
press houses of not good fame, to secure
Imprisonment for "white slave" leader.
rather than mere fines, and to improve
living conditions In general. Including a

welcome hand for immigrant children,
clean moving picture shows, playgrounds
and lighted and ventilated rooms.

Calvary Episcopal Church, Fourth ave¬

nue and 21st atreet, has a Calvary Neigh¬
bors' League, with the same aims as the
Gramercy Association and co-operating
with it.
