two hundred substitute carriers from Ne*'
York City and Jersey towns. Ferdinand

ReckwsU, of the National Letter Carriers'

The main grievance of the men. sa

made public last night, I» the fact that

the rubeütute has to serve four and one-

half years en an average before he Is ap-

pSlntSd a regular.
