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Trade Has Its Own Jargon.

Among the “dope flends" the cocaine I8
called “coke,” “Junk” and “white stufr,”
and the street merchants who buy it
from the drug store headgquarteras of the
trade get it.in small one-cighth of an
ounce bottles, The price over the counter
of the drug store is ahbout 3% an ounce,
but the elghth of an ounce botlle costa
the street pedlers about § M.

From the small bottle costing §1 40, how-
ever, the street pedler makes up the
equivalent of about forty 2i-cent “decks,”
g0 that his profit runs well over (0 per
cent. As conditlons are now, and as they
have been during the present administra-
tion, this street merchant apparentiy
takes practically no rlek whatever. Ho
is seldom even bothered by the police, and
rarely arrested.

He can detect a newcomer into his field
of customers easily by the signs which
the drug leaves on ita users. The con-
firmed “coke sniffer” will have a mark of
nervous twitching which can scarcely be
mistaken for anything but what it Is;
dilated and abnormally shining eyes, and
In extreme cases the bridge of the nose
will be partly sunk In.

“if you search a ‘coke sniffer’ you'll
always find a wet handkerchief on "Im,
like a person with a bad cold in the
head, but much worse,' one of these
street pedlers explained to an Investls
gator last night.

Another term used to describe the class
|8 “leaper,” and this is derived from the
fact that the nervous twitching grows
upon them, so that eventually they be-
come unable to control thelr movements
and will, after a dose of the “dope,' jump
about as If In sheer boyish exhilaration.

GANGS OF GUNMEN PROTECT
SELLERS FROM COMPETITION

How careless of law or legal restrictions
on their trade these cocalne merchants are
can be judged by the fact that the state
law not only prohibits the sale of the
drug. except under & physiclan’s prescrip-
tion, but declares that {he mere possession
of cocaine without such & prescription to
justify it is a felony.

“ppsgession is presumptive evidenca of
intent to sell,” according to the penal law
on the subject, but the traders and users
of the drug In New York warry neither
about the physlcian’s prescription nor the

police, who are supposed to enforce the

law.

from the P
er, who makes upward of 500 per cent on
his sules, that In at least one section of
the city the idea of o monopoly has taken
hold with a grip that |s backed up with
gun fighting whenever any one is brazen
enough to dispute the control of that sec-
tion.

One man bandles the cocaine trade In
the section lying west of Broadway and
soutl of Mth street as far south as the
Brooklyn Bridge. le buys the drug In
quantities which ought to lay him open to
the suspicion of the wholesulers, but cov-
ers his tracks to some extent by buying
from # number of firms.

Opium Easy to Get.

The opium trafflc of the city, which has
its mainspring 'n Chinatown, is probably
less bothered by the pelice than the co-
caine trade. In the Tenderloln, in the
neighborhood of Columbus Circle, along
Eecond avenue south of lith street, over
In Brooklyn, and, of course, in Chinatown
itself & “shell” of oplum can be bought
In scores of places almost as easlly as &
cfgar.

Customarily the would-be purchaser
anks simply for a “shell,” The “shell”
is the real shell of a Chiness lychee nut,
about an inch in diameter, in the form of
s half an obleid. Ordinarily the pur-
chaser does not even need (o designate
what he wants, more than to name the
contalner, although In one alleged laundry
in 26th street the Chinamen demanded:
“A shell of what?"

Another popular mistake about
hablt is that the user smokes one pipe of
oplum and then curls over on a couch, but
ns a matter of fact even an {nexperienced
soker f& only dazed by one “plll." It
affects him much as two or three drinks
affect an inexperienced drinker, but the
oplum users who are stretched out on
bunks and couches In an oplum den are
gaturated with the drug before It has
the effect of putting them to sleep.

With both the oplum and cocalne habits
the depth of remorse which follows {ts use
fs greater than that of a drunkard, bt
rot £o lasting, and the desire and craving
for another dose of the drug usually over-
ride quickly any determination to "swear
oft.”

URGES A_NTI-CLEHICALISM

Mayor of Rome Reviews Work

of His Administration.

Rome, Dec, L—=In antieipation of the
municipal elections, which will be hell
pext Bunday, Mayor Nathan dellvered a
speech l!}-‘t?.ll_\' hefore an lmmense audl-
ence reviewing the work of his adminls-
tration. He recalied his spesch of Sep
tember 20, 1810, on the occasion of the
commemoration of the antry into Home of
King Victor Emmanuel and the fall of
the papal regime, in which he had warm-
ly criticised the temporal power of the
Catholle Church.

In that gpeech, said the Mayor to-day.
he had merely contrasted the condition
of Rome befora 1870 with the position it
assumed afterward. He had simply stated
facts, but his speech had acquired im-
portance through the criticisms directed
against It even by the Pontiff. He sald
he would not retract 80 much as a syllable
of that speech, submitting it to the le-
gitimate judges, the electors,

Mavor Nathan concluded by urging the
maintenance of the bloe of the F-tergi
forces augainst “‘the bloc, which, under
the shelter of the Vatican, the reactionary
Clerical forces are organizing.””

The “Osservatore Romano,'” the Vati-
can organ, attacks the Mayor's speech,
saylng that it Is beneath contempt.

London, Dec. 2—"The Daily Express
understands that negotiations are now
in progress which will probably lead tn
one of the most sensational sales of
art treasures that have ever takeg
place in London,

This is none other than the ofap at
public auction of the wonderful treas-
ures from the imperial palaces in Ching
which have been iIn possession of the
Chinege Imperial family for centuries.
The ecollecttion ineludes the finest
known gpecimens of Chinese porcelains
and ceramics, and i2 unique and enor-
mously valuable,

Some pleces taken during the looting
of the summer palace in Peking during
the Boxer riging have been traced back
at Teast three thousand vears, No one
ean compute the value of the porcelain
owned by the imperial family, It can
be described only as fabulous

Chinese palaces are vast storehouses
of art treasures and manuscripts, The
lute Fmpress Dowager was an assidu-
ous collector, for she used to receive on
her birthdayvs guantities bronze,
black pearls and gold ornaments of rare
workmanship from loyal subjects who
wished to buy her political favors,
