Dec. f—Widely pubiished
yeparts taut practically sll investigations
by Congress now under way—notably that
fnto the “money trust’'—were M danger
of being frustrated becunse Attorney Gen-
eral Wickersham, In an opinton prepared
for President Taft, had sdopled the view
that Congress wag without power to com-
pel the sttendance or testimony of wit-
ness=eg ln pursuance of its legislative busi-
nes<s. brought from officials of the De-
partment of Justice (o-day emphatic
statements that Mr. Wickersham had
neither adopted nor presented to Presi-
dent Taft any such view

What was published, as purporting
be the decision of the Attorney General,
was a portlon of & memorandum prepurea
for Mr. Wickersham Wrisley Brown,
Lis assietant, who prepared the Archbald
mpedchment cise. Hrowh's memorandum
was prepared a= a resumé for the Attor
ney Geperal to use In preparing  his
opluion s to whether the Controller of
the Currency could present to the Pujo
committee of the House certiain liforira-

Ofieials of the Department of Justice sy
that portion of Hrown's memorandum
was merely one part of & womplete
résusn® of all sides of the situation, and
wenge an opinion of the depari-
mercly a digest for Mr. Wick-
erghani’s ald in preparing his opinion.

The portion Brown s memorandiim
ralating to the power of Congress to com-
pel tostimony wag disregarded by Attor
ney General Wickersham in framing hi®
opinion, on the ground that it {nvolved a
point he had not been called upon to de-
cide. The Attorney General, department
officials say, did not adopt Brown's view
either unofficially nor touch upon it In
the memorandum he prepared for I*resi-
dent Taft,

A reading of Brown's
discioses that he pointed out that in a
case before the Supreme Court of the
United States the late Assoclate Justice
Affller held that thers was doubt of the
power of elther house of Congress 1o
punish a wiiness who refused to tontify
regarding his private affairs, and that
the tight of either house Lo Inflicr such
punishment was not supported by prece-
dents or the English Parllamenl or [
English law. This portion of the Brown
memorandum  Mr. Wickersham puxsed
over ss presenting a question he had not
becn called upon to decide. Hrown gave
{1 us hig opinion that the committee
could not obtain from officers of na-
tional banks the game information which
{1 could not compel the Controller of the
Curreney to glve

Should the specific question of the
power of Congress to pursue such in-
yestigations as those now under way be
presanted to the Attorney General, of-
clals sald to-day that he could be com-
pellad to declde it. Mr, Wickersham was
not in the eolty to-day and none pro-
fessed to know his views

WOMEN AIDED FINLAND

Mme. Malmberg Tells of Strug-

gle for Freedom.

Mme. A. Malmberg, one of the women
Members of Parllament In Finland, =poke
vestarday afternoon at a meeting of tho
Women's Political Union at No. 46 East
o9th street. Mrs. Charles A, Vaun Rensso-
laer was the hostess, and other well
known women present Included Mrs. Tif-
fany Dyer, Mrs, Cvrus W, Pleld and Miss
Sabina Rutherford,

The speaker, whio was (itroduced by the
presiding officer, Mrs, John W. BHrannan,
told of the stirring times In Finland dur-
ing the period of its struggle for fres-
dom, after the Czar of Russin, who was
also Grand Duke of Flnland, had di-
utroved its frea constitution, and of the
development of woman suffrage in thas
country,

Ahe then desoribed the tragle scenes
when the population went Into fourning
after thelr constltution had been taken
away from them and at the tme of the
killing of the Russian Governor General.

The women, she sald, stood side by side
with the men In ralsing funds to fght
during those seven years for the restara-
tion of the constitution, which finally was
accomplished in 17,

When there was an election to the Diet,
the apeaker sald, the men inslsled that
as the women had been of such great
sarvice to thelr country they were en-
titled to a place In its government, and
they elected nineteen women as members,

Mme. Malmberg, who s a tall woman,
with the flaxen hair, keen blue eyes and
large frame of the typical Finlander, has
lived In London for some time. Bhe was
once confined in a prison st Bt. Peters-
burg. She will give a serles of threc
lectures at the Berkeley Theatre on the
afternoons of January 10, 17 and 20. Her
subjects will be “Finland’s Fight for
Freedom,” “The Russian Spy System”
and 'What a Little ‘Natlon Can Do for
the World."
