For the third time within a month a

The guilty man yesterday was William
«'. Damron. cx-pre«ident of the Home
Hank at fx>th street and Third avenue.
F.rooklvn Damron was Indicted last
.lune on a charge of baring misappro¬
priated *fljjM «>f the banh'a fund».
After the foreman ol th«- jury hnd pro¬

nounced Damron "guilty as Indicted" and
bad recommended mercy from Justice
C'laUM the latter remanded the prisoner to

Uaymond str«vt jail until Wednesday,
when hr will he arrai(med for s.-ntenee.
'I'he Justice saal he would take the jury's
ta-ofntnendatlon Into consideration la
isslns sentence
After Justice Crane bad Bntshad his
barge to the jur\ the twelve men a bo

held Dainron'e fate . *i their bands re-

tired. That was at I M p ra. i'tcdsely at

¦>:2t> o'clock last nicht they announced
that they had reached a verdict. The
prisoner took the verdict rat the jury with
great outward calm, although he eom-

pcasaed his lips firmly as the foreman
said "Otiilty."
Awarding to the indictment found

against I>atnron. he was guilty of steal¬
ing íi'.áOO from the hank of which he was

orcsidcn* on October e% li*'?. In January,
lSHiR. the institution collapsed. Damron
took the money from an account deposited
with another Krookl>n hank In the name

of "The William «'. Damron, President,
.fractal."

This account, according to the prosecu¬
tion, represented many of the profits of

the hank, but Damron claimed that he
»m legally entitled t<» the money ha took.
He contended th^t the lecal work be did

for the bank was worth the money he
took from the effects] a« count, and be¬

cause he reeelved no salary as presld«'iit
lie felt he was within bis rights in ao

ceptinc the money as ins legal lea.
About three wet ks ft-«. David A. Sulli¬

van, former president of the Mechanic» &
Traders' Hank, went on trial l»*-foie Jus¬
tice Crane in the same part of th« I-trook-
I?n Supreme Court .ut Damron was OOn«
victcd in lafi night. Sullivan was in¬

dicted on a «barge of having taken t-O,-
iiftf» of the bank's funds, and was con¬

victed. He received an Indeterminate
sentence of from two ><>ars to four yc<i¿*
and three months in the penitentiary.

Officer Accused of Embezzle¬
ment Censured by Winthrop.

ASSISTANT PAYMASTER KKl'KI-
MANDKD.-The Secretary of the Navy
has eeverely reprimanded Assistant Pay¬
master Rüssel Van de Water BsSSdtST,
appointed from New York in 1911. Sevt-ti
or eight months ago this oiht-er, then on

duty at the naval station at Key West,
was brought before a general rourt mar¬

tial on charges of embezzlement find ab¬
sence from station and duty after his
leave had. expired. There has been BBUCh
delay because, of the claim thai the em¬

bezzlement was technical.
Meantime, the officer has been under

arr.st at Key West. He has not been
restored to duty with a reprimand, the
sentence Imposed by the court, which
voted to Impose this nominal punishment
because of the circumstances. The cub«

It is very evident from the re« old of

proceedings lu tills case that Assistant
Paymaster UU.ecker wilfully and inten¬
tionally converted to his own use public
funds with which he had been Intrusted,
both In cashing a certificate of deposit a*
an accommodation to a personal friend
and In drawing government funds which
were not due him for his personal use

while on leave of absence.
It is further evident that. In appro¬

priating the public money to his o'ni uso
on account of pay when it was not due
him. Aasiatant Paymaster lilee.oker,
either Intentionally and deliberately vio¬
lated the statutes or was guilty of surri

negligence as has repeatedly been h«-ld
the equivalent of criminal Intent
Assistant Paymaster Bleerker was thus

guilty of embezzlement. He has thereby
violated the duty he owed to the service,
to himself and to his tondamen, so to
conduct his official duties as to be above
suspicion. The resulting impaired trust
and confidence In his fidelity must be fait
by his bondsmen sa well «as by the de¬
partment.
