The Mexican gov¬
ernment probably has entire confidence,
a- it certainly ought to have. In the
«Usluterestedness and benevolence of
the United State*«. There are, how¬
ever, those who for a purpose are

ready to attribute sinister motives to
tils «country in its dealings with Latin
America, ond there would be peculiar
danger of this in f*u<*h a case as ihe

pr*esent That danger wouhl be avert-

.*«d and the moral force of the media¬
tory «counsels would be materially in¬
creased by the coopérât Ion with us of
one or more Latin-American powers.

HAT-PAUNCEFOTE MEANINGS.
