Oxford-Cambridge Games.

Cambridge, Mass, March 1.—Tentative
plans for the international intercolleglate
track and feld meeting between joint
teams representing Harvard and Yale and
Oxford and Cambridge universities have
been drawn up. These plans are now be-
ing forwnarded to the English nuthoritivs

June 19 ls the dats suggested by Hir-
vard and Yale, but the Englishmen woull
prefer to come here to compete during
the first week in July. Captain Cum-
mings of the Harvard track team, who
digcussed the plans to-day, said that he
did not antielpate much difficulty over the
date, and added:

“Although nothing has heen officlally
decided upon as vet, indications are that
mrllers can be adjusted satlsfactorily to
all.”
