{n the open, with an outdoor appetite, that |
it tastes so good, or does plunging pota-
toes in a bed of conls on the ground to
roast them and bolling coffee in a tin
pail swung from two crossed sticks really |
give those articles a better flavor?

It doesn't matter, The fact remalns |
that under sald circumstances they are
better, and that the individual who has
never sat in the green woods or on a
mougptainside and feasted on an ear of |
corn taken all brown and hot and juley |
out of the coals in an extempore stove |
made of two stones and a pieca of tin,
has never known real gastronomie hliss!

And bread, too! No up-to-date oven in |
the best-equipped bakery can turn ru.tl
bread with quite the flavor of bread
cooked between two {rying pans thrust
in the glowing embers of a camp fire.
No recipe is better for frying pan bread
than that for hoe cake, which was al-
ways, In the South, baked in the coals
of the hig fireplace. To make this, mix
one quart of corn meal, one teaspoonful
of salt and one teaspoonful of bakitg
powder with enough cold water to make
a thin batter and let It rise, Then stir
§t well, turn it into a greased {rying paa
and fit another frying pan on for cover.
Eet in the hot coals and heap more hot
cofls over the top, so the crust will be
browned., This will turn out a delicious
hoe cake, good Lo eat with butter ar with
