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BACKS WAR SECRETARY
FOR “PREPAED ARNY

Senator Chamberlain Wants
Such Changes Made as Will
Meet Existing Conditions.

NEED OF MORE EFFICIENCY

Head of Military Affairs Com-
mittee Says National Guard
Should Be Strengthened
and Improved.

[From The Tribune Buresu.]

Washington, Sept. 7.-Backing up the
campalgn of the Secretary of War to
place the army In a state of “prepared-
ness,”’ Renator George E. Chamberlain,
chairman of the Senate Committéea on
Military Affalrs, issued a statement to-
day to the effect that he was "earnestly
in favor of placing the army of the
United States on & better war footing."”

“As long as we maintaln the Monros
Doctrine, retaln the Philippines, control
the Panama Canal and dominate the Pa-
cific, which s our manifest destiny, we
must have an army adequate to care for
these conditions and meet emergencies”™
said the Oregon Senator,

“No one advocates a large standing
army in this country, but we ought to
have as a military organization an army
of efficient officera and drilled men, which
ecan be augmented by trained men from &
reserve and supplemented by the national
guard of the statles.

“There has been a great deal of general
discussion as to the necessity of better
preparation for sudden war emergencles,
and there seems to be quite a unanimous
opinion that &t the present time our
army is wholly inadequate, owing to the
methods that have been employed. 1 am
heartjly In favor of such changes and
improvements In the army as will meat
existing conditions. We ought not to
ieave ourselves in an attitude where we
fear the possibility of invasion by Japan
on the Paciftic Coast or by any other for-
¢ign country on our Atlantic Coast, nor
in apprehension as to what might happen
to our troops in case of Intervention In
Mexico because the army Is Inadequate
for an emergency.

Awakened by Mexico.

“The preeent session of Congress has
besn occupled with matters which have
taken all the time, so that little attention
has been given to questions of national
defence untll the acute situation in Mex-
ico has brought home to us the unpre-
paredness of this nation te face a wsud-
den war.

“If there should not be a peaceful ter-
mination of the Mexican trouble, tem-
porary war measures and makeshifis
would have to be adopted, as has been
the cass at the heginning of every other
war in this country, all of which have
been disastrous and expensive on account
of thelr experimental character.

“At the regular session of Congress the
subject of Increasing military efficiency
must be considered The Secretary of
War has taken a pronounced positien cn
the subject, and we will awalt his definlte
recommendations with a great deal of
intarest. 1 am not prepared now to say
what ahould be done. The plans and de-
talls gust ba worked out hy men of ex-
perisnce and judgment, but it Is plainly
apparent that Improvements must he
made and the army put In condition to
mest the requirements of the natlon.

“In my_opinion, the national guard
should be very much strengthened and
improved. A great many more regular
army officers should be datalled to give
the officers instruction and secure betler
drill and discipline for the men. It would
alzo be well to have & more strict medi-
cal examination of the enlisted men of
the national guard, so that a larger per-
eentage of tralned meén could go to the
front in time of need.

Reserve Corps a Problem.

“The formation of a reserve corps is a
very difficult matter, and one with which
we have not had experience in this coun-
try. We cannot pattern on the lines of
Continental countries, which have a con-
scription method of fllling the ranks of
their armies 44 control all avallable
men for military service. Our army I8 &
volunteer organization. The ‘regular
army man' {2 a voluntary soldler, who
can return to other occupations at the
end of his term of enlistment. It is pos-
sible we might establish a system by
which soldiers who have retired to pri-
vate life ean be called to the colors when
smergencies arise. Those ars matters
which must recefve careful consideration
when the legislation (s brought before
Congress.

“At all =vents, it seems certain that
the country is becoming aware of the
ynprepared condition of our army, and
will sustain Congress in making such
changet as seem necessary to place the
army on a footing to meet emergencies
and secure the honor and integrity of the
natien."

NO COOLER WEATHER HERE

Forecaster Sees No Relief for

the East.

Washington, Sept. 7.—Coesler weather
during the coming week is promised for
the central part of the country by the
Weather Bureau, but no prospect is held
out for relief in the East and South, and
even higher temperatures are indlcated
for the Northwest.

In the East and South temperature
changes during the week will not be de-
¢!ded, while In the Northwest it will be
warmer to-morrow, and by the middle of
the week temperatures will be rising gen-
erally over the central and western por-
tions of the country, followed by a fall
over the Northwest toward the eud of the
week.

A marked disturbance now over Bouth-
ern Alaska will extend eastward and
southward, causing rains carly in the
week over the Pacifice Northwest and
about the middle of the week over the
Northwestern states east of the Rocky
Meuntains. No other precipitation of
consequence Is indicated dyring the week,
exeept in the South, where thunder
ghowers are likely to continue the greaters
portion of the week.
