Mlr.ds Bgain came to the front with fl

mn around FSrown's right end for thirty
yards to Hrown's 5-yard line. A hold¬
ing penalty here net the Quakers back
flfteen yards. but when Mlnds att-mpted
a forward pass to Koonn an over-anxious
Hrown back lnterfered with the latter,
and Penn thus regained Ita lost ground.
Un the next play Young scored a touch-
d. wn on a criss-cross around Browns left
end. Marshall added the goal.
The third score for the Quakers was a

result of Just three plays from mldfleld.
Mlnds opened the way by a :_-yard for¬
ward pass to Koons. JMarshall proved
true to his remarkablo open fleld form
of a year ago. when. Of. the same fake
forward pass that hai enabled hlm to
¦core the flrst touch(.< avn, he clrcled
Hrown's left end, dodg1r.« hls way through
a mass of tacklers to the li-yard line.
Minds hurled himseif over the line for the
toucbdown. and Marshall klcked hls third
goal.
Cap*.ka Henry's poor puntlng opened

the way for the last Quaker score. In
on exchange of punts Henry sent two
succesfllve attempts out of bounds, the
last at hls 45-yard line Holger and Mar¬
shall reeled off flfteen yards ln two rush-
es. and Marshall earrled the ball to the
15-yard line on the next play.
Here a penalty for holding put the

Quakers in a bad posltlon, but Bolger
proved more than equal to the emergency
by rushlng ttjrough Hrown's right tackle
far a 28-yard run to Hrown's 5-yard line,
Mlnds agaln used the crtss-cross. thls
time carrylng the ball himseif for the laat
touchdown. Marshall kicked the goal.
In the last period Penn had the ball on

Browns 8-yard line at the opening. but
the Provldence boys put up a stubborn
artlcle of defence and took lt upon downs.
Here Gardiner made hls 20-yard run

through Fenn's left tackle. A punt fol¬
lowed to Penn's 10, from whlch point the

Quakers tegan a thrllllng march up the
fleld to Erown's 10-yard line, where the
defeated Brunonlans arose ln thelr might
and threw them back for a -f-yard loss ln
two plays. An attempted field goal ended
the game.
Pennsyivanla certalnly eurprised me to-

4?ay wlth Its veraatile and brllllant at¬
tack. While lt ls true that the Brown
eleven had a good defence for Mlnds's
drlvlng forward passes. the latter getting
away wlth only two out of twelve triale.
lt was unable to solve the dazzllng at¬

tack of the Quakers.
The attack was a splendld Improvement

over the open play that I saw here two
weekfl ago. and ln addition I waa es-

reclally pleased wlth the remarkable Une
plunglng of Mlnds. Captain Young and
Bolger. and the top form that Marshall
struck ln hla open fleld runnlng.
Penn used two plays most effectlvely.

one the fske forward pass from ecrlm-
mage. whlch fell over Mtndej's back Into
the arms of the fleet dodging quarter¬
back. Marehall, and the other a rather
bold departure Iri crls»-cro»s runnlng.
Minds anrl Young. who lndulged ln it,
never he»itated to make wide backwarl
ruflhes ln thelr endeavors IO clrcle the
oncomlng tacklers.

and McCall, both of whom played strong
defenalve gam. s and took forward pasfles
very nicaly. L'nfortunatoly. they are

alow, but to overcome tnls handicap
Minds controlfl hts punting so well thnt
both of them, as wtll as the centre ru»h.
Blmpflon, were on the Hrown backs when-
ever the latter took the puntb.
Mlnds u»ed hls efTectlve running punt

when lfl his own territory, whlch both
gave hlm dlrtanoe and let hl* ends get
under way In time to overcome thelr
lack of epeed. When puntlng ln Browns
tonflory hla kicks were unuaually high.
i'ortunaiely, Overbough, who dld the re-

celvUii* for Brown, caught them falrly.
