St. Thomas's Church Members
Reward the Rev. H. Stuck.

Tbfl Pev. Hudson PMjck, the Alaska
mli-s!onary. recelved a motor bont yester¬
day from members of Rt. Thomas's
Church. Flfth avenue an.l B3d atreet. The
mlssionary. ln telllng of hls work. aald
the greatesf dlfflcultles of the mlaslon-
arles ln Alaska wera not due to (he cold
weather, the lonellness and the lunoran. e

of tha natlvea, but to tha whltes. who
aell the AJaskans whlskey and steal from
them. "It ls pltlful to ba compelled to
teaeh savage people not to desplaa the
whltes,'* observed Mr. Ptuck.
Some time ago, accordlng to the mis-

aionary, three youni<* men were brough:
from Alaska to Massaehus4tts to ba
taur-ht mechanlral, lndustrlal and a«ri-
eultural erte. They are about ir-ady to
return and set up a tralnln*? sehool on
the Eplscopal mission lsnds.
"The aoll of Alaaka has never been

fultivated." Mr. Stuck said. "aml yet
much of It wlll ralse excellent eropa.
The whole Yukon Valley is left to the
Anefllcan Church as a mission fleld. It is
too large, ar.d th« work is wholly be¬
yond the ability of a f«>w m<-n to perform.

Kabbi Stephen ft Wlse, dellverlng hls

second address on observatlons ln the
Holy Land In the Free Synagogue, at
Carnegie Hall yeMerday mornlng, said
that the most striking feature of the
nlrthplace of Christ is that .lews are

scorned there. He aald that he and his
i.mpanlons were greeted in unsympa-

thc tifl and unfrlendly fashjon by the Greek
priest ln the Church of the Natlvlty,
where the manger had been.
Making an appeal for the care of the

,Iew« ln Jerusalem, Dr. Wlse said
"If the only brlbes that be offered the

elck and poor and broken Jews ln Jerusa¬
lem be hospltal beds and classroom faclll-
tlea, shall we not hr e.|iially ready tr.
offer the Indlspensable things »hich we
have no rl*rht to wlthhahl? Give to th"
Jewish slck ade.pjate hospltal beds and
nurslng care, and build and throw op*n
schools for the Jewish chiidren In Jerusa¬
lem, and It will not be neceaaary even to
thlnk of neutralfzlng mlssionary effort
among the people fundamentally loyal and
ever loath to leave the herltage of their
fathera"

-We are all awa.a of the strange, un-

precedented < ondltlon whi.h has been

created bv lha sudden enfranchlsement "f

several flflOUoofl of black people who were

utterly unprfpared to exerclse the rlght
of suffrnge wlth Intelllgence and eftl-

etaney. They were a host of untralned
children set to work operatlng the dell-

cate machlnery of government. and no

wonder that the results have proved dls-
aatrous and exasperating.
"But, after all our troubles-troubles for

which the negro was not ao jnuch to
blame aa the vlcl**us white men. who put
hlm ln a wrong poaltlon, we are beginnlng
to ae.> daylight. The Bouth ern white peo¬
ple of the upper claaaee-the old slave-
holdlng Avhitea.have never entertained

any but the kindest fecltngs toward the
negroes. and It ls due malnly to thla Avlde-
apread feellng of good wlll on the p«rt of
that class that tlie Southern staten, with¬
out protest. have Bpent $l&,.<v*».0n<) durlng
the last forty years for negro educatiun.
And lt muat be said for the negro that
hls progreaa haa Justltled all that haa
been done (or hlm."
Blahop Gallor found. however. that the

negro'a Intellectual and material advajme-
mer.t had far outatrlpped hla moral prog-
reas. It wa.* to stimulate the latter that
he appealed to hla hearers to auppurt the
Chuich Inatitute.

which opened the second missionary con¬

gress of th*' Cathollc Church Extension
Society of America.
The congress wlll be ln session the next

three days, durlng which all phases of
the work in thia country will be d.a-

cussed The foreign missionary field wlll
also I. - considered.
Cardinal O'Connell welcomed the visit-

ing archblshops, bishopa. monsignorl,
priests and lay delegatea in an elo¬

quent cermon at the maas, at which Arch-

blhliop John Bonzano, of Waahlngton,
Papal belegate to the Cnlted States, poa-
iirt.ated. II waa one of the moat brill¬

iant ecclesiaetical functions ever held ln

an American city.
Six Archbiahope Present.

Six archblshops and nearly threescore
mltrcd abbots and blshops from all parts
of the United States and Canada took

part, and there were a score or more of

monsignori. More than two hundred
priests of the Boston Diocese and vislting
clergy took part in the procesaion which

preceeled the mass.
