
the brilliancy of the days of Porfirio
Diaz and the spontaneous expression
of approval or disapproval of Madero's
regime. It vas a carefully selected
audience. Tickets were necessary to

pass into th« building, and a fair part
of the space was occupied by police
and detectives. There were a f ? w

empty chairs.
In the entire audience there were,

perhaps, ten women, but none repre¬
sentative of the city's fashionable ele¬

ment, in contrast to the days when the

women of high society planned long
ahead of time to obtain seats.

A technical violation of the law cre¬

ated comment. »Jeneral Huerta's .itiff

filed in wearing side arms. It is spe¬

cifically provided that no armed soldier
shall ever appear on the floor of the

House, and custom has ordained that

officers appearing in uniform must do so

with empty scabbards. But the swords
in evidence at the sides of the members
of General Huertas staff appeared to

emphasize the fact that this is a mil¬

itary administration.
Outside the building, throughout the

session, a strong force of soldi«, rs

guarded all the approaches; patrols
rode th- streets for several blocks
around and Other troops w« r«- sta¬

tioned in small detachments further
out. None of these, however, had trou¬

ble with the crowds.

Promises Support to Huerta.

In his reply to the message Senor

Tamariz assured General Huerta of the

Whole hearted co-operation of Con¬

gress.
"If ever there should reign in Con¬

gress a patriotic ideal," he said, "in

these circumstances it ought to pre¬
dominate ns never before, and above

Rll other sentiment."
To the Congress the speaker said:

"Without dfiubt, upon your work de¬

pends largely that the country, with

the aid of its good sons, should make

a supreme effort, in order not to fall in

the ruin and humiliation which theaten

It. On this account you come here

animated by the purest patriotism, pre¬

pared to lay aside ambitions, personal
interests and even political resent¬
ments and rancor, in order to work

unitedly for a supreme ideal.the

preservation of our nationality."
In that part of his address directed

to President Huerta, Dpeoher Tamariz

said:
"You have made a call upon the

patriotism of the Senators and Depu¬
ties composing the Congress, I believe

Í Interpret faithfully the ideas and

purposes of the members of both

Houses in assuring you that all are re-

solved to comply with their duty, and

that love for the father'.and will bs the
rentlment that will inspire and govern
us in our proceedings.
"We should, above ail, work f«->r con¬

ciliation and concord, making a con¬

stant effort within the province of our

action to bring about union and peace,

not only within our own Assemblies,
but also throughout the whole Repub¬
lic, and were we not disposed to ac¬

complish a really national work we

should not have responded to your

call
"Mr. President, you have taken the

oath and have solemnly promised to

place the national dignity above every

ambition and paltry interest. In this
course we shall always be with you.
You may depend upon our decided co¬

operation in your noble and supreme
effort to preserve the Integrity and
eutonomy of the nation which you
have maintained to this day. You may

depend also upon our assistance in all
the efforts you may make towards
the work of peace and the unification

of all Mexicans."
A short preliminary session of Con¬

gress was held before Huerta's arrival,
when the Speaker, Eduardo Tamariz,
formerly Minister of Public Instruc-
tion, formally declared open the second
period of the 26th Mexican Congress.

Seftor Tamariz is the Catholic Deputy
whose nomination as Minister of Pub¬
lic Instruction by President Huerta

was opposed by the Liberal party in the

last Congress, and this opposition was

cited by Huerta in his previous defence
of his action In dissolving Congress
as one of the contributory causes to

the step he had taken. The selection
of Tamariz as Speaker is regarded as a

further rebuke to the Deputies of the
Sfn CongresH imprisoned by Huerta.

Think Huerte May Go.

It is regarded here as not impossible
that Huerta, after having, through the

ratification of the new Congress, ro-

Ileved himself from the danger of be¬

ing called to account for his acts by
some future administration, may be

brought to the point of self-elimination
through the efforts of the foreign
powers supporting the United States

government.
One of the first steps the new Con¬

gress is expected to take Is the ratifi¬
cation in entirety of the Chief Execu¬

tive's acts as dictator, and that the

two houses will be asked to do this is

plainly indicated in his message.
Securing of this ratification of his

acts is currently reported to have been

one of the reasons why Huerta so

obstinately opposed the pressure

brought to bear on him by the United
States and other nations to withdraw
and efface himself.

WILSON BELIEVES
HUERTA NEAR END

Reports to President Indi¬
cate Dictator's Regime

Is Crumbling.

PROCESS SLOW BUT
STEADILY GOING ON

No Fault Found with Great
Britain for Sending Her
Cruisers to Mexican Ports.

Washington. Nov. 20..II was stated
officially this afternoon that the re-

portl received by the administration
indicated that the regime of Huerta
was crumbling. The process was ¿low,
but there was evidence at hand, it was

plainly :tated. which Justified ths
President's belief that the Mexican
situation would solve itself.
When this announcement was made

opportunity was also tak. n to bear

down hard on the soft pedal regarding
sensational stories. It was specifically
denied tha't Nelson O'Shaughncssy, the

American char).''- d'affaires -¦ M'Xi <>

City, had received any important in¬

structions which brought on an acute

phase, as had bet n reported from Mex¬
ico City.
The situation al Tuxpam. near Tam¬

pico, a centre of 1'ritish and Amcr'.cnn
oil interests, is apparently acute and
there is no doubt that it has much to

do with th«' sending of British war¬

ships tO Mexican waters. England bar

asked that the United States protecl
British oil interests at that place. The

request came through I'.r. Page, Amer¬

ican Ambassador .n London. The gist
of th«- representations was sent to Rear
Admiral Fl< tch. r. commanding «he
American shit,».» In Mexican waters.
The battleship Louisiana and the gun¬

boat Wheeling are already at Tuxpam
and the New Hampshire is on the way,
having been sent by Rear Admiral
Fletcher from Vera Cruz at th«> r.--

quest Of Hear Admiral Boush, who is

aboard the Louisiana an«! in charge of
affairs at Tuxpam.

Watching Tuxpam.
The Insurrectionists, who w«-re about

to attack Tuxpam, issued warning on

November 17 that all foreigners must
get out by November 20, to-day, and
the administration is waiting with
keen Interest for developmental Al¬

though announcement is made that one

of the British cruisers now on the w..y

to Mexico will go to Tampico, it is
considered highly probable that th<-

ship will proce to Tuxpam. Lord

Cowdray, h<ad Of Pear son K- Son, Ltd.,
which owns great oil inter«st at Tux¬

pam. Is deeply interested, and is under*
stood t« have discussed the matter of
protection with Mr. Page in Lon l"n.
Only two British cruisers and not

three will go to Mexican waters, and
they will not go to Vera Cruz, on.- is

being sent to Tampico and the other
to Puerto Mexico, at the Gulf of M«x-
Ico end of the T--huantej.ee Railway.
Apropos of the stndlng of the cruis¬

ers to Mexican ports, tho following
statement was made public at the
British Embassy to-day:
"The statement which appeared in

the press this morning to the effect
that the British cruiser squadron In
W«st Indian water« has sailed fur
Vera Cruz is incorrect. Two ships are

being sent, on«: to Tampico and one to
Puerto Mexico; and the State Lepart-
m« nt was Informed accordingly by the
I'rltish Embassy on November 19."

It was said at the Department of
State that although this Information
was furnished to the department jrea-
'terday. it did not reach Mr. Hryan
until to-day. In announcing the dis¬
patch of the cruisers it was explain« d
by the representative of the Brirish
Ambassador that it muet not be con¬
strued as showing any want of conil-
dence In the American navy to protect
British interests and subjects, but was
due solely to the persistent requests uf
such subjects, who felt that in times
of peril they were entitled to such r»

assurance as they could gain from
seeing their own flag flying from ves¬

sels in Mexican ports. The ambassa¬
dor's thanks for the protection already
afforded to British subjects by the
American warships was also expn-ssed.

No Reason to Demur.

As Germany, France and Japan some

time ago took similar precautions In
the interest of their subjects in Mex¬
ico, It was not felt by the administra¬
tion that there was the slightest rea¬

son to demur at the course of Great
Britain.
Any suspicions of the good intentions

of Great Britain whi nay have grown
out of the somewhat prompt recogni¬
tion of Huerta and the report made
to his government that Lord Cowdray,
head of the corporation of Pi arson &
Son, Ltd., had obtained concessions
from the Mexican dictator conting« nt

upon such recognition, have been dis¬
pelled by the assurance of Lord Cow¬
dray to the Foreign Office that he has
obtained no concessions whatever from
Huerta or his administration, which
assurance has been duly conveyed to
this government. Under the circum¬
stances, it is argued that Lord Cow¬
dray could not at any time ask the
support of the Foreign Office for any
Huerta concessions, and therefore *hat
nothing is to be feared from the pos¬
sible attempted ratification of any con¬

cessions Huerta might seek to grant
to Pearson & Son.
The C -man Ambassador called at

the State Department to-day and dis¬
cussed the situation with Secretary
Bryan. He mentioned the presence of
the German warship now in Mexican
waters and said that she was there
simply to look after Oerman interests.

It was finally admitted officially to¬

day that William Bayard Hala has
been on an official mission to Mexico.
It was well known that this was the
case, but for some reaso«. high officials
have never been willing to admit it.
In fact, it has been flatly denied at

the State Department. To-day It was

said that Dr. Hale was now on his
wav home, but no comment was made

concerning the subject or failure of his

mission. It has been reported that
Carranza broke off with Dr. Hale, snd

this is generally accepted as true.

It was stated to-day that Dr. Hale
took te- con« relé or definite proposition
to Carranza and that he made no

effort to reach any agreement on can¬

didates for the Presidency. It was said

that he went to Mexico only to secure

information. It was not even stated
whether he got this information. Dr.
Hale Is expected back in Washington
by Saturday.

Alleged Atrocitis« Excueed.

A notable feature of the day's devel¬

opments was a tendency in high quar¬
ters not exactly to condone the alleged
atrocities which have been committed
by the Constitutionalists in «Mexi«.<.,
but at least to explain them as having
been merely a part of the war that is

going on. The incidents ar<- deplored
by the administration as snd events,

ment on a charge of extortion.

CLIFF GIVES WAY
TO 15-TON BLAST

Heavy Charge Rips Loose 600-
Foot Wall of Limestone from

Mountainside.
Newton, N. J., Nov. 20.Ten tona of

black powder and five tons of dynamlt«
were set off at McAfee Mountains, near

here, this afternoon. The face of the cliff
was torn out by the explosion, and the
blast is said to have been one of the
most auccessful ever attempted. «Not a

bidding near the mountain wa» damaged,
although the concussion was felt for
mil's around.
The blast was made nt the llmestoni»

rpinrrv of the Bethlehem Steel Company
and was under the direction of Superin¬
tendent Dregen. The quarry is three-

quarters of a mile away from the McAfSI
railroad station.
A solid wall of limestone more than 90

feet long, 110 feet high and .10 feet deep
was torn out by the explosion. It Is es¬

timated that fully »50,000 tons of llm. stone

was dislodged, which will be sufficient to

keep a force of more than one hundred
men busy until about Juno 1.

The rivr.amite and powder arrived yere

terday morning from Allentown, Penn., in

freight ears« and It took forty men all

day to cany it up the mountainside in
flfty-rour.«l boxes. These boxes we.-» plied
on top of the cliff and carefully guarded
all night, and to-day the placing of the
ebergaS was carried out Fifteen hole«
six inches in diameter and ono hundred
feet In depth were drilled in th* cliff
about thirty-five feet back from the edge

Tills afti-rnoon, when all arrangement«
had been completed, Frank J. I-eonard.
a powder expert from Allentown. pres»«d
a button which threw a switch und there
was a tremendous explosion In all of th«
drills.
The hundreds of curious riennnt, who

were kept at a safo distance from th«
blaat. felt the shock severely, but non"
waa Injured and not a house In the vi¬
cinity was damaged by the great blast
A number of moving picture men. who

were on hand to take pictures of the
blast, set up their machines about half s

mile away, and although they were in S

dangerous position none of the rleces of
rock flew in their direction.
