ter at catchlng the forward passes. and
once clear, lt requlred more than one man

to pull him down. He was fast ln eav-
erlng punts, was keen ln dlagnoslnp plays
and rar.Ked about the fleld. stopplng llne
plunges and end runa wlth almost equal
caae.

Fitxpatrick Clever Man.

Fltzpatrlck. at the other end, waa a

clever performer. He could tackle well,
and caught the forward passes with r«-

markabl*. sureneas. He. too, waj» clever
in covering punta. Boenau and Gullck,
who receive the call for second team poal-
tlons, were also proflclent in thelr work.
