$15,000,000,000 in Farm

Official Report Says Elimination
of Many Between Farmer and
Consumer Is Necessary.

Washington, Dec, 20.-Ten billlon dol-
lars' worth of products, five billion dollars
of cash Income-a Yumper year, in spite of
drouths and other setbacks—is the 1813
recard of six milllon American farms.

The most successful vear of husbandry
in the United States brought forth $5100.-
000,000 worth of crops, of which $2,898,000,000
were represented by cereals alone, and
$2.650,000,000 worth of animals sold and
slatghtered and animal products, The
value of the 1913 crops is twice as great as
that of 189 moere than a billien dallars
over 199 and substantially greater than
1912, Of al! the crops, however, [t is esti-
mated that 52 per cent will remain- on
furms whera thev were produced and that
0 per cent of the animal production will
remaln.
