Thousands witnessed the launching
from the shore, and as the big yacht,
dressed  with flags, took her malden
plunge In the Delaware River she was

Ie one of the largest steam yachts ever
buillt In Wilmington. Her privcipal di-
mensions are: 192 feet over all; 157 feet
water line; 20 feet beam and 19 feel §
inches draft.

She is fitted with six watertight bulk-
heads, and her triple expansion epgine,
furnished with steam by two water tube
bollers,
