CANADIAN CANAL
QUESTION REVIVED

Senator Smith Points to Argu¬
ment Over Weiland Tolls-

Borah Answers.
I From Th" Trilunr BSrSSaul

Washington, May 12. -Tho controversy

over the Weiland Canal treaty of 1871 was

revived for th,- moment In the Senate to¬

day by Senator Smith, of C.eorgia, who

pointed to tho light made by the T'nited
States against the d'scrlininatlon of the
Canadian government then us setting the

example for the withdrawal of the tolls
exemption clause of the I'anaica Canal

act now.
"If under the treaty applicable to the

Wetland and other canaJs in Canada,
said Senator Smith, "the commerce of the
i ¡ties of the two countries, so far as the
canal waa concerned, were to receive
cpiality, If our government was riRht in
the contention which it then made, how
can we avoid the conclusion that our gov¬
ernment I» wrong now?
"le we permit vessels from New York

City to Seattle, carrying the commerce of

the people of Washington, to puss through
the canal without the payment of tolls
and require a vessel carrying from New-

York to Vancouver cargoes of goods for
the people of that coa-t to pay td's, we

would ha taxing tin- commerce of the citi¬

zens of the Pándalas "f Canada, while we

would not be taxing the commerce of the
citizens cf the united St.it»» similarly sit¬

uai. ,1.

provided that vessels sailing from Käst¬
eln or Wi -tern coasts of the I'nlted

Stat.s to the opposite coast of th»- United
Ml t. - -hould receive a rebate of '.«j pot
OSnt of their tolls.
