Rebels from Tampico are marching across country toward Mex¬

ico City with the intention, it is believed by military men at Vera

Cruz, of reaching the site of the capital's electrical energy and cut¬

ting off the light and power.
The Constitutionalists who captured Tampico were astounded

at the devastation they found. They immediately burned and buried

the dead lying in the streets, and proceeded to purify the water supply
and clean up the city, fearing an epidemic of cholera.

Huerta's delegates to the mediation conference reached New

York from Washington on their way to Niagara Falls.

The Dutch Minister to the United States has asked Washington
to obtain a full report on the status of Dutch subjects and interests

in and around Tampico, where the Dutch are largely engaged in the

oil industry.
It is asserted in Mexico City that the report of a mutiny of Fed¬

eral troops in Guadalajara was based on the defection of General

Juan Solares in the territory of Tepic. Solares, it is declared, be¬

trayed a force of Juchitan Indians into the hands of the rebels.

General Funston confirmed the report, published ten days ago,

that Federals destroyed the San Francisco bridge on the Interoceanic

Pailw-,v. n«sar Vera Cruz.
