Austrian Writer Who Prompted
Establishment of Famous

Peace Prize.

Suttner. the Austrian writer, who had
devoted most of her life to the cause of
peace and to whom was awarded the
Nobel peace prize in 19«%, died to-day.
Baroness von Suttner ha/1 been ill for

thr.«e w.-eks. She was undergoing a cure

for obesity, which her constitution proved
UaaMs to bear. She left Instructions that
her body he cremated at Ootha, without
religious ceremony, speeches or flowers,
her ashes to be deposited in a colum¬
barium there.
Horn In 1843, the daughter of Field

Marshal Count Frans von Kinsky, the
baroness became noted as the editor of
"Die Waffen Nieder" <T»ay Down Your
Arms), the magazine of the International
Peace Bureau In Berne, which waa named
after a novel written by her In 18» de¬
signed to spread the Idea of peace
throughout Germany and Austria.
When a girl Baroness von Suttner waa

betrothed to Prince Adolf Wittgenstein,
but he was kill«*«! in battle. In 187« she
was married to Raron Gundaar von Sutt¬
ner, who died in 1902. In 1Í13 Baroness
von Suttner spent sis months In the
I'nited States, where she delivered a

series of lectures In the cause**of peace.

tary to Dr. Alfred B. N bel. who estab¬
lished the Nobel Found* Ion. and as a

champion of the "Broth« hood of Na¬
tions" Is said to have been che inspir.
