Newman expressed himself to this
fifed after digging up a corpse that
«vas found on the banks of the river a

few days ago and was buried nearby.
ile positively identified the body as t

that of his son. although bustards »had
disfigured the body almost beyond rec-

cgnition before it was discovered.
Newman's theory is that his son was j

murdered in Richmond and nis body
conveyed in a taxicab to the river and
thrown in, some distance above the
spot where it was washed up on the
hank, lie 'inspects a former compan¬
ion of his son, and declares he will ob¬
tain a warrant for his arrest. The
county police are waiting for Newman
t». taL.e action before attemptir.g to

make any arie.;t on tneir own responsi-
bility. The Richmond police incline to
the theory that Newman fell into the
river and wm drowned. Newman was'
drinking heavily the night of his dis¬
appearance.

OLD T. R. LETTER DUG UP
Held to Show Opposition to

Labor Exemption Plan.

Washington, June 28. Replying to
the challenge of Representative Mur-
dock that he had no authority for say¬
ing that ex-President Roosevelt had
gone on record in opposition to the
exemption of labor from the operation
of the Anti-Trust Law. suiii as is pro¬
vided by the pending administratioi
bill. Representative Moore, of Penn¬
sylvania, minio public to-night a letter
written bv President Roosevelt on Oc¬
tober »28, '1908.
The letter, written to Senator Kno<

and intended for publication, called
on W. J. Bryan, then a candidate, for
his attitude on the labor question.
