DANIELS SHIES AT
TURKEY'S OFFER

Tells Porte's Agent He Must
Talk "Turkey" if He Wants

Battleships.

Washington, June PP.- Following the
preparations for the sale of two Ameri-1
can battleships to Greece, the Secretary
of the Navy has been asked if tho
United States government would sell
any warships to Turkey. Secretary
Daniels has informed the agi-nt who
approached him that he could give no

answer to an indefinite question, and is
DOW uwaiting a proposal for certain
ships at a given price. The proposal, it
i- said, did not come directly from the
Turkish Embassy, but through an
American agent.

It is not probable that this govern-
Boat will sell any more vessel»-. In
making his tight for the rale of the
.Mississippi and the Idaho .Mr. Daniels
found that the principal opposition to
the proposal was that the American
navy would be weakened by the dis¬
posal of the two battleships. Xot until
it was explained that the two ships in
«¡uestion were odd sizes, having a

smaller steaming radius than other ves¬

sels, and that the Dreadnaught to re¬

place them would make the navy
strongcr than ever, was this opposition
overcome. It is believed, however, that
Congres«- would not authorize further
-.»lec. There was some objection, even

in naval circles, to selling the Idaho
and the Mississippi on the ground that
to build a Dreadnought would require
years. The authorization for the sale
of the Idaho and the Missis-ippi went
through h a rider on the naval appro¬
priation bill. If a proposal to sell ships
to Turkey is made it must be presented
as a separate measure, which will have
little chance of passing Congraaa.
