Washington. July 14. The adminis¬
tration is watchfully waiting for the
retirement of Huerta. While It is de-
« ied at the State Department and at
the White House that the Brazilian
Minister telegraphed definitely that
Huerta would get out to-day or to¬
morrow, it is admitted that informa¬
tion at hand indicates that the dictator
las at last decided to go. Due consid¬
eration, however, is given to the fact
that Huerta may change his mind at
nay time and abandon all notion of
fight. 1« would bo like him, officials
1-elieve, to disappoint every one at this
critical moment and stop in Mexico
City to fight it out with the rebels.

In the meantime the Constitutional«
i»ta »a* they are going straight ahead
with their military campaign. It is
Hdrr.itted that it will take time before
Iha army is ready for a forward move,
and it íe generally hoped that within
that tim" Huerta will eliminate him-
aelf. If he does not. the Constitution¬
alists assert, they will throw him out
by force.

President of Mexico he and Estrad
Cabrera were sworn enemies, largcl
because the President of Guatcmali
refused to take second place to Dia
as a power in the affairs of the liv.
countries. Since Diaz got out of th.
way Cabrera has assumed the abso
lute leadership of Central Americai
politics. The one man he had to fea
was Huerta, and his readiness to giv.

Federal Officers Deserting
in Droves, Fearing

Chiefs Flight.

ACAPULCO CAPTURED
BY ZAPATA FORCES

Factions at Santa Rosalia Agree
to Bury Hatchet and Unite

in Rebel Cause.

El Paao, Tex., July 14..Huerta'a of-
fleers on the Mexicsn Pacifie coast
are fleeing in terror of their
lives from the rebel forcea in
that aection, according to claims
made to-day by Constitutionalist
officials and confirmed by sources inde-^| pendent of the revolution. The story
Is that the officers have received word
that their chief is about to abdicate
and flee, and fearing assassination at the
hands of the victorious rebels, the Huer¬
ta army chiefs are getting away as fast
as possible. Partial confirmation of this
report is received from the 1'nite.l
States warships on that coast, Admiral
Howard being quoted as saying that he
Is daily receiving reports of the evacu¬
ation of ports by the Federals.
Guaymas is now being evacuated by

agreement between the Federals and
the rebels, and within a week, it is
declared, Huerta will not hold a port'
on the Mexican Pacific except Salina
Cruz and Mazatlan. He is holding
on to Salina Cruz, it is understood,
for the purpose of giving the troops at
Guaymas and Mazatlan a chance to
land and make their way to Mexico City
for the final stand against the com¬
bined rebel forcea that are expected
to advance from the north sixty thou¬
sand strong.
The so-called volunteer officers of the

Huerta army are the men who are re¬
ported as moat excited over the aitua-
tion. Orozco, Caraveo and Rojas are
men who fought with Madero, revolted
against him and joined the Huerta
forces on the death of Madero. These
men are under sentence of death if
the Constitutionalists make them pris¬
oner», and all of them are In the in¬
terior with escape cut off. They have
done much of the hardest lighting to
keep Huerta in power, and r.ow that
the end of his rule is near they lind
themselves trapped and facing death.
Some of the regular army officers have
been spared in the past, but of late
they have all been executed when cap¬
tured hy the Constitutionalists. The
volunteer officers, the "Colorados." na
the Constitutionalists call them, have
always been killed on capturo. None
of them have cv.n a hope for their

She remained there three
years and then was discharged as
cured. Sha did not return to her home
here, but instead was sent to Garfield
and locked up in the tiny room in the
Monroe ?t. house.

Her husband and children told in¬
quirers that she was dead. This never

was questioned until recently, when
the story that Mrs. Cohen was alive
and heme kept a prisoner came to the

FROM CITY HALL

Walls Pulled Down About
Head of Ryan. Janitor,

as He Lies in Bed.

HELPLESS FROM HURT
RECEIVED AT WORK

Workmen Prepare Floor for Art
Commission.Tenant Says

He Saved Building.
John Sylvester Ryan, the veteran

custodian of the City Hall, lay help-
less in his apartment on the top floor
of the city Capitol yesterday while
workmen, aeting under orders from
Borough President Marks, tore down
the walla about him.
"Ryan is overstaying his leave," the

Borough President declared yesterday.
"His term of office as janitor expired
June 1. He must vacate the premises."

Rysn, who has been in bed aince
early in April, following an operation
in which three toea were removed, de-1
clared he would not leave. Borough
President Marks had assured him some

months ago, he said, that he would not
have to vacate until he could walk out,
and he intends to stay until that time,
unless he is carried out by force.

"I have a better reason for staying
thsn Mr. Marks's saying so," said Ryan,
who is sixty-five years old and has
passed the last quarter of a century in
the city's employ. "I passed a civil
service exsmination for the position of
City Hall janitor, and out of about
three hundred I stood highest, with 97 ¦«¦

per cent. What right have they to
throw me out like thlsT"

Attack Ryan's Sickroom.

The work of dismantling the upper
floor of the City Hall, whjch has been
a comfortable flat for City Hall cus-
todians for more than a century, began
Monday. Ryan's apartment, in which
he lives with bis wife, daughter and
son, consist» of six rooms opcninj» on

a circular hallway that runs around
the rotunda.
Yesterday morning the workmen from

the Building Department attacked the
plaster in the room wher* Ryan lay,
and he was carried into one of the
rooms overlooking the fountain.
Borough President Marks issued this

statement yesterday:
"The quarters in the City Hall occu¬

pied by Janitor Ryan were sot aside
by tho resolution of the Sinking Fund
Commission several months ago for 'he
use of tho Municipal Art Commission,
of which Robert W. i|o Forest is chair¬
man and John Quincy Adams is secre¬

tary.
"On January R Deputy Commissioner

Pattorson of the Department of Public
Work.; and I called on Mr. Ryan, and
informed him that the Board of Ksti-
mate and Apportionment, at an in-
formal, conference, had asked him to
move to other quarters, that the Mu-
nieipal Art Commission might have pos«
session. We suggested an allowance of
$50 a month for him to secure quarters
elsewhere.

Marks Defends Action.

"Th°re has been considerable com-

filaint about the condition of the City
iall as to clc'inlinesB, and we were

obliged to appoint another janitor in
placo of Mr. Ryan to bring the build¬
ing up to the proper standard.

"In view of Mr. Ryin's ill health we

did not take up 'he «'uestion of his rc-

iioval until early in March, when
President McAneny and I had a con¬

ference with ¡lis sons, resulting in a

proposal from Mr. Ryan over his sig¬
nature." .

The following letter, dated March 10,

"Hon. Marens M. Marks, President of

"Dear Sir: Yours of the Sd inst
at hand and the content.; carefully
noted. In reply, I ir.-.ke the proposition
i., muí i h< re asrgest« .1 that my
leave of abaence, with pay, bo eon«
timiod until Juno 1; that I should
leave tho City Hall apartments that I
now occupy on April 1, and that from
April 1 to June 1 1 should receive an

"Since that time months have gone
by," President Marks's statement con-

tinued, "and the Municipal Art Com¬
mission has been urging preparation
of the rooms for its use. The proper
authorities were ordered to make the
repairs necesssry, with instructions
not to disturb Mr. Ryan until the very
last moment."

Denies Reading Agreement.
Ryan said yesterday that while he

signed the letter to the Borough Presi¬
dent, he did not write it. Ho lay at
the point of death v, hon i« was

broiigV to bini, he said, and signed the
agreement without considering it.
The progress the workmen made yes-

l.teanay led the Ryan family to pack
the furniture for a hasty departure.
Carpets and rugs had been ruined by
falling plaster. The family photograph
album was lost, and the only picture
of th» enstodian that was found
the one The Tribune prints to show
the likeness of Ryan to Mayor Mitchel
when he was about tho age of the
Mayor.

"It seems like ingratitude to me."
Ryan said yesterday« "A year and a

half ago a tire broke out in Mr. Mc-
Aneny's office and might have burned
the building, with its priceless paint¬
ings and documents. I risked my life
to extinguish that fire, but that was

o.ily my duty. I am h»re for that pur¬
pose they say over in Mr Marks's of¬
fice. But the City Hall, with its treas¬
ures, still stands."

Inventor of New Systems.
Ryan, who is an engineer, was the

first to suggest the high pressure sys-
teaa for lighting fires. He gave hit
ideas to city engineers, who developed
the system used in New York and
several other cities. Ryan says he
never received a cent for bis scheme.
"The only thanks I get is, when I

become ill, to lose my job and have
the walls of my rooms pulled down
over my head."
Ryan injured himself when the City

Hall was draped in mourning for
Mayor Gaynor's funeral. He stumbled
over a coil of wire in a lark room and
sustained a compound fracture of one

of his great toes.
A suite of rooms in the Municipal

Building was allotted to the Municipal
Ar» Commission. The ¿atmosphere of
that building, however, did not appeal
to the heads of the organiiation. The
time-mellowed City Hall was more to
their taste, so they applied for Ryan's
home for their headquarters.

SORESI'S «NEIGHBORS
AGAIN PROTEST

Noise of Animals at His
Laboratory Starts New

Fight for Rest.

APPEAL TO MAYOR
TO WIN BACK SLEEP

Assert That Victims of Viví-
section Cause Annoyance

Day and Night.
Asserting thst sleep is impossible

because of the moans and howls of
vivisected dogs in the research lab¬
oratory of Ilr. A. L. Soresi, residents
of the south side of 70th st., be¬
tween West Knd av. and the Hudson
River, have signed a petition which
they intend to present to Mayor
Mltchel to-day, asking him to take
such steps as will make their homes
habitable.
^
The laboratory is at 320 We>at

70th st, and residents in the neigh¬
borhood say that it has become konwn
as "the haunted house" and "the house
of mystery" because of the cries
which come from it at all hours of
the night.
The dogs used for the experiments

are kept in the backyard of the lab¬
oratory, and they also join in the
death howla, it Is said.

Mrs. H. W. McKay owns 818 West
70»h st., which is next door to the lab¬
oratory, and her friends asserted last
night that she was on the verge of a
nervous breakdown and was compelled
lo live elsewhere.
The petition of the residents states,

In part:
"We, the undersigned, residents of

West 70th at., between West End av.
and the North River, respectfully peti¬
tion and urge your honor to Investi¬
gate conditions now existing on the
premises known as .120 West 70th st.,
where live animals such as dogs, cats,
rabbits and other specie« are daily
slaughtered and tortured by means of
sharp instruments, causing their piti¬
ful and heartrending moans and howls
to resound along the entire block
through all hours of the day, and es¬

pecially during the night hours, when
sleep is. made impossible for many of
us."

Ihe laboratory is in charge of a reg¬
istered nurse and an orderly, and each
Saturday Dr. Soreei has a class of
twelve women students. Last nicht
there were only three dogs in the back
yr.rd, which the neighbors declared was
less than the usual number.

l»r. Soresi was not at his office in
Central Park South when a Tribune re¬

porter called, but a woman, who «aid
she was the physician's housekeeper,
said that the stories of the moans and
howl.«, of the dogs had been cxaggcr-

Shi asserted that only dogs were

n «id for vivisection purposes, and that
they were etherized and treated like
human beings.

|)r. Soresi's dogs got him In trouble
once before when he was summoned
before Magistrate Levy on June 2 to
answer a complaint made by the De¬
partment of Health.

"Infernal" Device in Box
Sent to J. C. Hoefling,

Deputy Marshal.

NOTE WARNS HIM
NOT TO TESTIFY

Life Threatened In Letters, but
He Will Aid State in

Case To-day.
John C. Hoefling, a deputy city mar¬

shal, of 871 Brook av., The Bronx, who
¡3 to be the chief witness to-day in the
"white slave" cases to be trie«! before
Judge Louis D. Gibbs, in the Bronx
County Court, received a box yester¬
day containing the mechanism of an

"infernal machine" with a note inside
warning him not to appear in court.
There was a black substance in the box
which looked like powder. Inspector
Kaftan, of the Bureau of Combustibles,
examined th<* substance and said it was
not an explosive.
The package came by parcel post. It

was mailed at Sub-Station R. at 140th
st., near Third av.. in The Bronv.
terday afternoon. Hoefling was not at
In. office when it arrived, but William
O'Gonnaa, former Coroner, his busi¬
ness associate, was there, and the p«*-
culiar looking package aroused his
suspicions. It. consisted of a wood, i

box, ahout 8'«j inches long, 6 inches
wide and 4 inches deep. This was

v.ranped in brown paper, with the in¬
scription "Handle with care" on the
wrapper.
O'dorman took the box to the Mor-

rlsania police station and turned it
over to Captain Andrew .1.

"No bias or prejudice is alleged

The defendants urge, how¬
ever, that he is disqualified by reason
of the fact that he listened to the tes¬
timony of the witnesses for the prose¬
cution while sitting as a committing
magistrate.
