Termonde Pillaged and
Destroyed as Germans

Hastily Retreat.
London. Sent. 12. A Renter dispatch

fron« Antwerp gives the following an-

nouncemenl issued by the Helgian
government :

"The provinces of Antwerp and Lim-
bourg, and almost the whole of east¬
ern Flanders, are now free of the ene¬
my Our troops have reoccupied
Ormonde.

SURE BIG POWER
BACKS TURKEY

Oscar Straus Says War
Aids Empire's Move to

Gain Freedom.

EQUAL RIGHTS IN
LAND OF OTTOMAN

Home Rule Idea Outcome of
Education, Is Belief of

Dr. A. W. Halsey.
«urkey's move in abrogating

treaties granting foreigners exemp¬
tion from Ottoman jurisdiction and
«riving to them extraterritorial right«
through which they have heen tried
by their own judge*, or consul»«, was
not taken without the countenance of
one or mor.« of the European powers
party to such treaties, in thc opinion
ol Oscar 8. -trans, former American
Ambassador to Turkey.

"I «lo not speak from actual knowl¬
edge," said Mr. Straus, "hut my in-i
ference is that Turkey did not make
this move without the consent of one
or more of thc European nations
whether England or Germany, or both,
I am unable to say. To use a slang
phrase, it ¡,, up to Turkey to make
¡s*ood in thc use of this acquired power
by gusrsnteeing to all the nationali¬
ties within her dominion e«iual rights.

"It »loes not come wholly as a sur-

prise that Turkey should utilize the
international crisis lo free herself
from the trammels on her sovereignty.
Turkey, with these treaties, or capitu¬
lations, as they are known, in force,
was not sovereign in her own domin¬
ions. 1 am sure no one familiar with
Turkey will begrudge her the right to
become sovereign in her own land.
provided she will act in such a way
SS to justify reliance upon her courts
and not use her power to oppress the
non-Mohsmmedaas. Whether "he will
be able to free herself from the capit¬
ulations will' depend upon thc en¬
lightened use she will make «f tin-.
added sovereignty. ! believe the new
regime n much better eijuipped to do
this thiii Ihe ol.l leadership of Abdul
Hamid."

I)r. A. Woodruff Halsey. secretary
of the home department of tlie Pro*-
byterisn board of Foreign Missions,
who is also familiar at first hand with
conditions in Turkey, takes an op
timistie view of the abrogation of the
capitulation*. The abrogation of th.-
¦.Rraterritorial rights of foreigners,
he said, need not cause any alarm to
the friends of the missions,

"It is true that these rights," he
said, "were obtained only after long
and protracted efforts on the part, of
foreign powers, and at. the time grant¬
ed they were essential for the safety
«i the lives «f all foreigners in the
Turkish Empire.
"Turkey, like the rest of the world,

has been moving forward. Her pres¬
ent government, while far from ideal,
has made great advances, and in tak¬
ing this step, she is only following in
the wake of all nations of the earth
in asserting the principle of home
rule. The great wave of democracy,
of the equal rights of men. -weeping
over the world, has affected Turkey,
"The educational institution-, some

of whose friends fear that this act of,
Turkey will interfere with tlieir use
fulness, have been teaching the prin¬
ciples unwittingly, which eventually'
must lead to tins freedom of the in¬
dividual and ol the nation.
"Now that the great powers have

th.ir hands full with affairs at home..
Turkey has seised the opportunity to
di man«! what men the world over, who
llave tho interests of humanity at
heart believe belongs to all people
namely, the rieht of self-government.
It may be premature, it may have
dangers t« th«' life and property of
foreigners, *)"t ,l sPelN progresa."

AFTER FIERCE FIGHT

Several Divisions Occupy Hills Around the City and
Surprise the Austrians as They Bombard

Belgrade in Supposed Security.
Ni-li, s« pi. lo (delayed)..The Servians occupied Senilin, across tlie

river from Belgrade, ibis morning after a bloody battle.
Koine, Sept. 11 The capture ««f Semlin by tlie Servians had I« ng been

prepared tor, and the operations were conducted with gnat ability, ac¬
cording t«) a dispatch received here to-day by the Servian .Minister.

"Several Servian divisions," the dispatch said, "camped in the lull.
extending fr<.iii Topchider t«> Resnick, occupying all the heights about
Mount Avala. The Austrian garrison in Semlin did not Mispcct the pres¬
ence <'f the Servians and continued ihe bombardment of Belgrade daily,
without causing grc.-it «lainage, until the Servians surprised them.

"The audacity of the Servian movement was extraordinary, as, ¡n
order to reach Semlin, the Servians were compelled to cross the S.tvc An«!
Danube rivers on pontoons built during the night. They also took heavy
artillery with thctti."

London, Sept. 11. A Kciticr dispatch from Rome forwards the fol¬
lowing message received in Rome from Nish:

"The taking of Semlin has caused great enthusiasm throughout Servia.
The people ate proud that (heir army, after seven weeks of war, not only
lj.is prevented a powerful enemy capturing Belgrade, hut has inflicted
humiliation upon them by forcing them to evacuate their base of opera
lions against Servia.

"Tic victory has had a most wonderful moral effect upon the army
and people."

Scmlio is an important town of Austria-Hungary, in Slavonia. It is
located on tin- tongue of land formed by the junction of th«' Danube and
the Save, opposite Belgrade, with which it was connected by a railway
bridge across the Sav c.

It was from Semlin that the Anstrian infantry and artillery, in con¬
junction with the monitors <«u the river, began their fighting on July 2°
against the Servians. The Servians carl} that morning blew up the bridge
i «.tines tin-.« Semlin with Belgrade.

Action Simply Move for

Freedom, Consul Says
Djelal Munif Bey, the Turkish Con-

sul General in tins city, said last even¬

ing that, if anything, the abrogation by
Turkey of the agreements giving spe¬
cial privileges to the powers means that
Americana would be hs safe, if not
safer, in the Ottoman Empire now than
heretofore.

The consul general said thai the »»*-

lion of his country merely meant that
Turkey was taking over her <»..« n coun¬

try. He then -aid that the empire
would profit in three ways by the alan
donment of the treaties which bound
her to duties much againi t her intcr-

.

Three major point- were to be ic-

membered when discussing th<* matter
of the abrogation of the treaties, he
said.

"First, foreigners who commit crimes
in Turkey will now be tried under the
jurisdiction of the Turkish liepartment
of Justice, and not under the jurisdic¬
tion of the individual governments
through their consulate«. Heretofore,
foreigners were tried under the laws of
their own countries Mow Turkey will
try them und, if guilty, convict then».
Turkey was without this power in the
past.

"Second, Turkey can now raise duties
OH her imports without tile cor:-eut or

license OX any foreign government,
which was ti.«. the case in the past,
when the country was dominated by
foreign powers in ibis and other in¬

spects.
.¦Third, Turkish stamps wi now be

used in Turkey for letters going out of
the country and mail matter going
from one part of the dominions to an¬

other. Previously each country had its
own postoffice in Turkey, receiving
mails at the postoffice of the particui.'ii
country to which the letters would be
addressed, and the stamps of the for-
ei~i. country, and not Turkish stamps,
were used.

Long Bore Brunt of Onslaught
of Foes Until British Came

to Their Aid.

London, Sept. 12. i loncl Reping-
ton, military correspondent of "The
Tim«'««," writes:
"General Joffre must be congratu¬

lated upon having seized the psycho¬
logical moment for his «ounterstrolcc
and for having engaged svith his whole
strength. If there be a man with a
rifle m Pntnee «vho ia riot in this bat¬
tle he is out of hi«« pla«e.
"The French army «¡«-serve«« our

warmest and heartiest congratulations
for the vigor and gallamrv with which
it in lighting. We no longer read of
slapdash attacks by armies and frac¬
tions of armies in ecc.-ntric direction.«.
All the armies are in line, all their
efforts converge to a common end. and
in all probability he French artilcry
is able at last to intervene effectively.

"In battle the French ..rmies are
content to fight methodically and in
union. In spite of their past losses
and of their early disappointments '-hey
are lighting nobly and with tenacity as
well as svith dash.

Allies' Hope Legitimate.
