72,000 TOTAL LEFT

Amsterdam Legation Overrun
With Americans and Others

Seeking Safety.

London, Sept. 11..With the depart-'
ur*a for America of seven boata to-
morrow, one of which in the Lusitania,
sil full and with 1,200 steerage pas-
scngers on their list». H. G Hoover,
chairman of the residents' committee,
has estimated that a total of 72.000
persons have left London for America
since thc war began. Of that number
16,000 left this week.
During the week 5.000 refugees ar-

nved from the Continent. Most of
them were absolutely destitute and
considerably more than $100,000 was

paid out for their relief. The total
number who have received financial
assistance in some form since the be-
ginning of the war is "7,680, of whom
2t28i3 received assistance during the
last week. Mr. Hoover said:
"This is the hardest week since the

work beçan. It has been impossible
to proviue all applicants with steam¬

ship accommodations. Many must
wait until next week, and there is no

chance of their getting better quarters

Amsterdam, Sept 11..Mrs. Hem.-
van Dyke, wife of the American Min¬
ister, with her son and daughter, will
return to the United States on the
Nieuw Amsterdam; sailing to-morrow.

Mr. van Dyke intends to remain u.i-

til the end of the war, as the legation
is overwhelmed with the work of cur¬

ing for American refugees and those
of other nations.

BRITISH WARSHIPS
OFF JERSEY COAST

Red Star Liner Clears for Can-
ada, Presumably to Serve

as Troopship.
T-rouïho. t yesterday the British

battleship Glory and the cruiser Suf¬
folk were observed cruising up and
down the New Jersey coast, from six

to ten miles off shore. The Glory
particularly was active in overhnuling
all vessels that came within her range
outside the three-mile limit.
Twenty-five vessels from foreign

ports arrived here yesterday, but as
German commerce on the seas is en¬

tirely crippled the warships did not

intercept all of them.
One vessel displaying the code sig¬

nals "E. C." was asked her name by
the Glory, and upon giving her code
signals was permitted to steam on her
cours« to the south. The Glory also
hailed the British vessel Bassam, in¬
bound, but "permitted her to proceed.

It was learned last evening from a

highly authoritative source that the
Ivernia and Saxonia, of the Cunard
Line, and the Lapland, of the Red Star
Line; which is now under the Hritish
fla<£, had been commandeered by the
British Admiralty to convey troops
from Canada to England and the Con¬
tinent. The Admiralty has given orders
that the ships are to be in Halifax,
ready to be boarded by troops, not later
than 8 a. m. Tuesday.

Stealing out of port under the first
cover of darkness, and being met out¬
side .the three-mile limit by the Brit¬
ish warships, the Cunarders steamed
out of this port about 7 o'clock Thurs-
das evening. Their red, blacktipped
funnels had been painted a dirty drab,
and aTl their lights were extinguished
except the regulation riding lights. To
the ferryboat passengers who saw them
they resembled two huge freighters
more than Mediterranean passenger
ships. Few, if any, guessed their mis¬
sion. They passed out of Quarantine
hours after other departing ships, and
attracted no attention there.

Although large numbers of British
army reserve men have been reporting
at the British consulate, 17 State st.,
for the last fortnight, they have been
sent up to Canada in batches every
night by train and were not kept wait¬
ing here to go to Halifax by boat. This
was done to evade a violation of the
neutrality law.
Last night while the two Cunarders

were headed toward Halifax, abort two-
score army reserves left the Grand
Central by train for the same port
which they will reach before the ar-,
rival of the ship.
About 300 British army reserve men,

most of whom had "seen service" in
the South African war, were at the
British Consulate yesterday ready to
report for duty. The array reserve men
were put through an examination by
two doctors, and later they were given
tickets by the consul general to take
them by train to Halifax. Others will
»eceive tiekets to-day.
¿arge numbers of troops from Aus¬

tralia and Canada, augmented by Brit¬
ish army reserve men from all over the
United States, are now reported to be
making final preparations to embark.

General .«sir John French, in his official
report, asserts tli.it individually the
allies far excel the German soldiers. In
every encounter in which the numbers
have boon about equal o each side
the Germans are defeated. When
the Germans are superior in number-«
they advance, but tneir losses are so

Kre.it ;«s n be entirely out «>f propor¬
tion to those of the British.

I do not want lo underrate the Cour¬
tage and endurance of the German sol¬
diers. They surely show the posses¬
sion of these qualities. But only it
would seem BO long as they are able to
follow then «-liiefs like sheep are they
capable of Sffici« nt work.

"DR. K4RL GRAVE"
HAS LURID TALE

World Spy Tells of Kais¬
er's Plot to Win Russia

from Allies.
Three plainclothes men slipped up to

the house at OH West 68th st. yesterday
and arrested a ma-, who .said he was
Dr. Arthur K. G rafe. The charge was
that he had pawned a $325 diamond
ring belonging to Ernest Plito, oí «3712
Fourteenth av., Brooklyn.

In the West Suie court the doctor ex-

plained that he was the "victim of an

international conspiracy" on the part
of certain persons who were interested
in getting him locked in jail. He ad-
mitted pawning the ling, but told
Magistrate Nolan that he was ready to
make good to the owner, and, in fact,
had tried to do so. Plito, r.e said, had
aimply been Beared until he had lost his
head, causing the arrest on suspicion
oí grand larceny.

Magistrate Nolan was so impressed
with his story that he discharged him
upon his promise to give l'lito the
money that \mi-j «lue him. The matis-
trate directed Detectives McGowan,
Miller and Milligan, who had made the
arrest, to accompany Dr. Grafs and see
that the promit e v.as carried out.

Once German Spy, He Says.

British service. ll>- was sent on a

Russian Prince Brings Grew«
some News.Col. Colt Praises

Work of Herrick.
Prince Nicholas Engalatcheff, for

many, years in tho consular service of
Rus-iia in this country, arrived here
yesterday from Havre by the French
liner Flandre, bringing with him a

statement from William A. Clark, for¬
mer I'nited State« Senator from Mon¬
tana, in which the latter protests to
the American people against the cruel-
tier« of the German troop« in Helgium.
The prince al«o had a letter from a'

Russian Pol« telling of German atroci-
¡B the eastern campaign of Ger¬

many.
In his statement Senator Clark said:

"Tell the American people for me

about this case, which I have person¬
ally investigated. It is a case of a

Relgfan family which was ruined by
German barbarity. The father was

shot, after which the mother was tied
to a chair and compelled to watch G« r-

man soldiers attack her sixteen-year-
old daughter. The mother became a

raving manioc."
I'nder the heading "Wonderful

Achievements of the German Army
I'nder the Lendersliin of the Kaiser,''
tho Prince read the following com-
mi nication that had been intrusted to
him bv the Russian Pole:
"At Kaiis/, Poland, under th*** pre¬

tence that a stone was thrown at a

German patrol, Lieutenant Colonel
Treuster, commander of the force- or¬

dered everybody in the house shot
Without feeling that a sufficient num¬

ber had been murdered, he then cleared
the streets with <-uick firers. Several
hundred per-ons were assassinated.
"Another instance was that of If.

Frenkiel, a rich manufacturer,
was bayonettcd to death, after which
the commander of the German force
sold the body to the slain mar.'¿ family
for Í2Ó0.
