WILSON'S SECOND
VETO MESSAGE

Objects to Postal Savings
Deposits in Banks Not in

Reserve System.
(From The Trlbuni» Bureau. 1

Washington, Sept 11..President
W ilson's second veto message, in which
he disapproves a section of the bill
authorizing the increase of the maxi¬
mum limit of postal savings deposits
from $500 to ?1,000, was sent to Con¬
gress to-day.
The President's objection to the

measure is that it permits the deposit
of postal savings funds in state banks
r.ot in the Federal Reserve system.
He said in his message:
"When the Federal Reserve act was

pursed it was thought wise to make
tho inducements to state banks to en¬

ter the Federal Reserve system a*

many and as strong as possible. It
vas, therefore, provided in that act
that government funds should be de¬
posited only in banks which wore mem-

t ers of the Federal Reserve system,
The principle of such a provision is
sound and indisputable. The moneys
under the control of the government
ought to be placed only in the banks
which are most directly under the
supervision and regulation of the Con-
git.is itself.

"It was recognized, also, that the
scattering of government deposits in
email amounts among too large a num¬
ber of banks would in time of stress
be of decided disadvantage to the Fed¬
eral Reserve system, which seeks as

much as possible to mobilize the
financial resources of the country un-

der one control. The bill which I now
return repeals that provision so fur as

it might apply to funds accumulated in
the hands of the government under the
postal savings system. It is in this
provision of the bill that I find myself
unable to concur.

"It is my clear conviction, very re¬

spectfully urged and submitted, that a.*»

a matter of principle, as well as of
policy, we should strengthen nd safe-
guard tht new banking Bystem very
jealously, with a view to the ultimate
unification of the entire banking sys-
tern of the country under the super-
vision of the Federal Reserve Board.
It would, in my judgment, be a grave
mistake to tnke away any of the bene¬
fits or advantages held out by the près-
ei.t law to member banks to enter the
system.and take them away just as the
system is «boat to be put into opera¬
tion and the promises of the act of
last December made good to the banks
that have entered."

BURLES0N FROWNS
ON STATE POLITICS

Federal Officeholders Get Hint
to Keep Out of Local

Fight.
Quiet intimations are said to have

been received by federal officeholders
in 'this sUte that they must refrain
from taking any active part in the
factional political fight now in prog¬
ress.
A certain postmaster, who was ap¬

pointed at the instance of the anti-
Murphy Democrats, said yesterday
that a postoffice inspector, while os¬

tensibly engaged in his regular work,
had openeif up the subject of poli¬
tics. He approached the subject indi¬
rectly, but finally said in effect that
the "Man in Washington" would not
approve of the postmasters permitting
the use of his name in the fight. He
asked that the word be passed on to
the postmaster in the next town.

Dudley Field Malone, Collector of
tho Port, who is the most shining ex¬

ample of political activity in public
office, said last night.

"I know of no such order sent to
federal officeholders. Certainly I have
received none, and I suspect some ot
the gentlemen interested in the contin¬
uance of the present leadership of the
Democracy in this state aro trying to
create a false impression."
Denying that he had cancelled a

number of speaking dates because of
the desire of the President, Mr. Ma¬
lone eaid the only one he had was in
Buffalo last night with John A. Hen-
r.essy. He sent a message praising
Ilenncssy and Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Atlantic City, Sept. 11..The post¬
masters of New Jersey, in convention
here to-day, were given a surprise
when a letter from Postmaster Gen¬
eral Burleson was read asserting that
he believed greater efficiency could be
obtained if heads of departments re¬

mained in Washington instead of ap¬
pearing as speakers before organiza¬
tions of employes.
The postmasters took the text of

the letter as indicative of a disposi¬
tion on the part of the Postmaster Gen¬
eral not to favor organization within
the service. He was invited by the
association of postmasters to send
a representative of the department to
Atlantic City to make an address.

NEWSTART TO-DAY
FOR RELIEF SHIP

Red Cross Hopes to Get
Vessel Away Without

Another Hitch.

PRINCE OF WALES
FUND HERE GROWS

$30,550 Received for European
War Relief.Branches in

Many Cities.
The newest bulletin about tho relief

ship Red Cross, issued at 6 o'clock last
evening, was that sho would sail for
Europe at 9 o'clock this morning. Mis.-«
Mabel Boardman, Captain Armistead
Rust and Major Robert Hugh Patter¬
son all vouched for this. But as Bernard
M. Baker, of Baltimore, who brought
his grandson, Thomas B. Harrison,
from that city last Saturday that the
boy might hoist tho Stars and Stripe»
on the boat at the moment of sailing,
and who has been waiting hero ever
since.as Mr. Baker said last night, ho

many unexpected hitches have hap¬
pened that another wouldn't be surpris¬
ing. Kvorything is in readiness, how¬
ever, for a 9 o'clock start.
The new crew boarded the steamer

late yesterday afternoon.170 sailors
and engine room men, mostly Ameri¬
can-born, and 100 negro cooks and
stewards from the Old Dominion Line.
Those members of the old crew who
arc Americans or citizens of other
neutral nations weie permitted to te-
main. The rest of the old crew was
sent off on a Hamburg-American tug.
They all went quietly, receiving their
pay.pay for the few days they had
worked only.with a "Thank you, sir."
But there were some Bad faces amon«?
Men as they went off the ship with
their few possessions in boxes or bun¬
dles.

"All I haf in tho world is-« the $7
they haf paid me," t>aid one little
stewardess, "and I haf not a friend in
New York."
One thousand Rtretchcrs for the

American Hospital in Paris, a thousand
pounds of absorbent cotton and a few
other medical supplies were put on the
steamer yesterday. Her cargo is now-
complete.
Miss Boardman said ¡-ho did not

think the Red t'ross would send out
another relief ship. Misa Jane A.
Delano, chairman of the general com
mittee on nursing of the American lîed
Cross, has a number of available
nurses on her list, and Major Patter¬
son, who will return with the Red
Cress, has plenty of surgeons ready ro

volunteer. But whether they can he
sent depends on how the money con-
tributions cone in, and if they are

sent, Miss Boardman said, they will go
on regular passenger steamships.
The Prince of Wales National Relief

Fund has organized branch offices in
many cities of the United States in
order to facilitate the collection of
funds. At th« office of the secretary,
R. M. Stuart Wortley. 'Jo Mroad «st., it
was announced that the total receipts
are now $30,500.
Tho fund for the American Am¬

bulance Hospital in Paris yesterday
parsed the $30,000 mark. Clarence
Fabneatock made the lur^s-st gift. $1,-
000. The need for funds is pressing,
as the wounded are beginning to pour
into Paris from the battlelields. The
sufferers of all countries are cared -'or
impartially in the American hospital,
Subscriptions should be sent to J. P.

COLD STORAGE GUILTLESS
Produce Paper Says Food

Evils «ire Imaginary.

In an editorial upon the Attorney

General's promised campaign against
cold storage men, "The New York Prod¬
uce Review and American Creamery"
this week aays:

money and put many a man to a use¬
less sacrifice of time by bringing pros¬
ecution for Imaginary evils. He aril]
find ultimately that he was barking up
tho wrong tree, and all his agitation
might be save-1 If the studies already
made and published as to the use find
function of cold storage were known
to our administrative and prosecuting
departments."
The report of the United States De¬

partment of Agriculture of the per¬
centages of deliveries from warehouses
after ten months' storage is i-uoted
in the editorial as follows: Fresh beef,
90.7 per cent; fresh mutton, »ö.r» mi
cent; fresh pork, ¡I9.Ü per cent; dressed
poultry, 9K.S» per cent; butter, 97.8 per
cent, and eggs, 99,'J per cent.

HIGH FOOD UPJO IDLE
Dealer in Mutton Blames City
"Loafers" for Meat Prices.
Unemployed men, who prefer loaiing

on park benches, were held responsible
for the high cost of living by Mose««
.Sanders, president of the New York
Beef and Mutton Company, at yester¬
day's session of the inquiry before J»;s-
lice Benedict, in tho County Court,
Brooklyn.

In his testimony Mr. Sanders said
that the upstate farmers could not get
farmhands. "Men who Hre harbored
and fed at night by the chnritable in¬
stitutions of Munhuttaii, who hto un¬

employed because they absolutely re¬

fuse to work, are directly responsible
for the high cost of living. Fanners
of New York State have practically
quit raising lamb and mutton because
they could not get men to do the labor
incidental to raising animals used fur
food.
"Prior to 1910 New York State pro¬

duced something like 2.50,000 ¡«heeo a
year, and last year the supply droppeU
to something like ,".,000," he added.

Our tem¬

peraments could not agree. We were

ut odds over everything."
In February, 190.*, it became known

that Helen Newell hail disappeared
from her home in Leon in. Two
before Baker an«l his wife spent sev-
eral months in that town. Newell ob¬
served that his «laughter had become
infatuated with Baker an«! warned her
against him, but clandestine meetings
continued.

Putting on three suits of elothing
and a cloak to conceal the bulkini¦--
of her attire, Miss Newell one day told
her parents she was going to F.ngle-
wood to ke« i> a dentist's appointment
When n« \t heard from she wus in
Paris with Baker.

In 1908 they returned to this country.
Baker's wife having divorced him, and
three years after the elopement Miss
Newell and Baker were married by a

justice of the peacp in Jersey City.
Four years ago Baker attracted atten¬
tion when he sought \o have the New
Jersey Legislature enact a law legiti¬
matizing children born out of wedlock.
For the last two years the Bakers haw
been separated. They have a son seven

years old and a daughter of four.

Miss Gertrude
Smith, chairman of the federation, has
already put it into execution.
Five hundred girls have applied for

employment at the free agency of the
committee at its Veadquarters, 38 West
:iyth st. Of the-ie seventy-five nave
been placed, and the others will short¬
ly- be at work on shirts and bandages,
raw material for which has been prom-
wed by several manufacturers. The
Sicher Company, maker* of underwear,
have agreed to do the cutting and the
«Singer Sewing Machine Company to'
leml fifteen of its machines.i
Miss ¡smith is also engaged in ra«i«

tog the necessary subscriptions from
those girls who are still at work.
"We are asking $1 from each girl,"

said Miss Smith yesterday, "and wo
don't expect to be able to pay the un¬

employed girls a living wage, but mere¬
ly enough to keep them going till we
can get other Jobs for them. So much
is being done for the unemployed
abroad that we felt something should
be done for them here, and thia seemed
the best way to do it.

"Color" War News.
Tho people of Brazil and the Argen¬

tine are intensely interested in the
success of the allies against Germany,
according to the statements made bv
passengers who arrived here yesterday
from Buenos Ayres and Rio de Janeiro
««n the belated Lamport & Holt lin<.«r
\ estris.
Ever since the European war starte«!

the sympathies of the Brazilians and
Argentinans have been almost unani-
mously with England, France and Rus¬
sia.
Throughout both republics the pas¬

sengers said there has been a delib¬
erate and studied effort on the part of
German consuls to either receive or
manufacture false news concerning
British losses and to magnify as much
as possible the progress of the German
troops.
Among the specific instances was the

statement issued by the German consul
at Bahia, Brazil. It is alleged he re¬

ported the German fleet had sunk seven
Briti«h battleships in the North Sea.
Instantly the British consul cabled to
the Admiralty and received a denial.
The Vestris, which was scheduled to

leave Buenos Ayres on August 6, did
not get away until August 16. She left
Bahia on August 27 after a lay-up of
two days and at 4 a. m. on August 29
¦he was chased by the British cruiser
Monmouth. Captain Davies of the
Vestris sailed at night with no lights
burning, but he was sighted by the
Monmouth by the aid of bright moon¬

light.
When about 500 yards astern of the

Vestris the Monmouth tire«! a blank
shot and the Vestris hove to. She was

allowed to proceed later.
The Vestris brought to port the new-«

that the British ¡steamship Hyades had
i ot been sunk by a warship off tho
Brazilian coast, as reported, but had
been in collision with a German tramp
steamship in a fog. The Germans res¬

cued the crew and brought them into
Rio de Janeiro.

Passengers on the Vestris said that
the Cunard liner Carmania was in
Trinidad coaling and taking on sup¬

REVOLT ON WAR
FREIGHT TAX BILL

Democratic Congressmen
and Republican Sen¬

ators Oppose It.

I PRESIDENT TO BACK
I EFFORTS FOR PASSAGE

Demands for Party Caucus
Blocked for Fear Opposition

Would Be Too Strong.
'Prom Th« Tribun* -.-«au.)

Washington, ßept II..General dis¬
content, amounting almost to a spirit

j of revolt, cropped out among Demo-
cr.-.tic members of the House to-ilay
over the emergency revenue bill agreed

, on by the majority of the Ways an«!
Means Committee, and only the influ-
ence of the President can put through j
the bill as it now stanils. It was

earned to-«iay that notwithstanding
Mr. Wilson's espousal of the bill, it j
emerged from the conference of tb-31
Democrats by the narrow vote of f> to
*>. and it has brought about a serious
situation in the Democratic ranks.

In order to put through the freight
tax provision it was necessary for Mr,
Underwood bluntly to inform his col¬
league« that the President ha«! an-

piovçd the idea and wanted it in the
bill. A few moments earlier the com-

¡mitte« had rejected the freight taxa«
tion scheme, and even after Mr. !'".
derwood used the mystic name of the
President live Democrats--Messrs. '

K itch in, Hull, Collier, darner and Dick-
inson.said they could not support j
such a provision.

Mr. Kitchin, who will succeed Mr.
Underwood as majority lender, an«
nounced that he wanted the bill to be
known as the bill of the President anil
Mr. Underwood, and not as that of the
Democrats of the Ways and Means
Committee. He asserted that the ma-

jority of the majority were at heart
against a tax on freight and that with-
out the President's insistence upon the
item it would have no chance whatever.

Mr. Kitchin, backed strongly by Mr. j
Garner and Mr. Collier, insisted that,
the freight tax would be a trouble
maker for the Democratic party, be¬
cause, the country has been demanding
cheap transportation, the railroads had
been denied increases in freight rates
and yet the party in power was pre-,
paring to increase the country's trans¬
portation bills, bes'des supplying the
railroads with an argument for future
increases.
Mr. Kitchin also complained that

President Wilson had heard only one

side of «he question.that he had con¬
sulted Mr. Underwood and those in
favor of a freight tax. but had neg¬
lected to learn the views of the oppo¬
sition. As heir \pparent to the leailer-
ship of the Democratic House, Mr.
Kitchin thought he should have been
consulted and so informed his col¬
leagues. The session throughout waa
a lively one, and the bill barely ob¬
tained votes ¡"iiP'cicnt to bring it out
au a party measure.
At a further caucus late to-day Mr.

Kitchin moved that the bill be sab«
mitted to ii Democratic caucus. The
vote wan n tie and the motion was lost.
'Mr. Stanley moved that in asking for
a spe«iial rule to rush the bill through
provision be made that no amendnnnts
be in order, and this motion received
tentative approval.

It may be impossible, however, for
the Democrats to avoid a caucus, so

gieat is the discontent over th? rail«
roa.l freight tar. A petition signed b>
twenty-live members is sufficient to call
a caucus, and with five members of the
Ways and Means Committee known to

He also contended
that a tax on railroad freight could
not properly be collected without the
issuance of new tariffs by all common
carriers, i.nd that the entire scheme
was one conducive of confusion and
discontent.
A movement was started among

Democrats with rural constituencies to
offer an amendment to exempt from
taxation freight shipments from farms
to the market centres. Mr. Under¬
wood said there could be no such ex¬

emption, because a large amount of tax¬
able freight must he of this character.
The plan to shut off amcn.lments to the
bill will increase the resentment of
members on both sides of the chamber,
The revenue bill will be introduced

in the House Saturday afternoon, and
will be submitted to the full member-
ship of the Ways and Means Committee
Monday, when, it is expected, the Re-
publicans will file vigorous minority
views. Mr. Underwood plans to cull
the bill up in the House under a special
rule on Tuesday, and it will be rushed
to passage, although the President may
have to come out publicly for the meas- |
ure to fore«* its adoption.
Opposition to the proposed freight

tax among Democratic as well as Re-
publican Senators was displayed to
s*».*h'an extent that the prediction was

made that the Senate would reject the
measure and substitute for it a stamp
tax if the bill were pasted by the
House, There is sufficient opposition
to the Hou«e measure to foreshadow a

long and bitter light in the Senate.
Suggestions weie made* hy House
Democrats to their party colleagues m

the Senate te expr.; s their disapproval
of the freight t_x bei'oro tin- bill is
taken up by the House, but the latter
decided to wait until the bill is brought
to tho Señale before making their tight.

Senators Gall.lgcr, Norn« and other
Republicans were outspoken in the.r
opposition to a freight tax, and Sen¬
ator Thomas and other Democrats in¬
dicated that they would propose the
substitution of a stamp tax. «>ne of
the chief objections ag*in.-t the freight
tax is that it will be borne mostly by
the Northern ¡states.

Kfforti» to reach a compromise in the
Rivers and Harbors bill were con¬
tinued to-'lay.
