there is none.
The slaughter that must be in pio-

grcss in this panicky retreat over a dif¬
ficult country is appalling to think of.
Both the Western armies have swept
past Jaroslav and Przemjsl and are as

sheep herded by packs of wolves hiin-
gry for vengeance.
The armies of General Dankl, sup¬

ported oy German divisions, have been
driven back across the frontier, which
they crossed while the Russians were

advancing on Lemberg, and are now,

according to Petrograd report , in the
angle between the rivers San and Vis¬
tula, a trap into which Russian troops
have been trying for s..,me days to
drive them. Their flanks are sup-
ported by the fortresses of Cracow
and Pnemrsl.
Pnemysl is being approached by

the Russian armv which captured
l.emberg, and which will now operate
against the right wing of Generals
Dankl and m« Auffcnbcrg.

Meanwhile the Russian army is free
to move westerly toward Thorn,
Prussia, a town of about 27,000 inhab-
itants, on the right bunk of the Vis-
tula, twenty-six miles southeast of
Bromberg, and General Rennenkampt
can look tor reinforcements for his
army, which had to fall back from
the German advance in East Prussia.
The Russians won their victories in

Galicia and Poland not only because
they had a superior force, but because,
according to correspondents, their ar-

tillery was superior to that of the
Austrians and the Germans.

SUDDENLY RESIGNS

Politicians to Confer with
Italy as to Action

Against Austria.

Rome, Sept. 16. he "Corriere dclla
Sera" announces the sudden resigna¬
tion of the Rumanian Cabinet and the
probable substitution of a ministry
with different views on the country's
loreign polic,.

It is said here that Rumania is mak¬
ing advances to Italy for common ac¬

tion against Austria and that Rumanian
politicians are expected to arrive here
shortly to arrange a concrete under¬
standing between the two countries.
The radical party parsed a resolution

of sympathy with Rumania to-day. The
radicals sent greetings to the radical
party in Rumania and expressed the
hope that Italy and Rumania would

proceed together "for the triumphs' of
Latin civilisation."
The radicals also passed another res¬

olution in which it was stated that it
wad hoped the Italian government
would consider the que«tion whether
the moment had arrived to change its
policy of neutiality to one of actual
participation in the European conflict.
The anarchists at a meeting voted to

stand with the French, British, Rus-
sian, Belgian and Servian peoples in the
controversy and to oppose the Italian
government*! neutral position.

INVADERS AT BAY TO
FORM FOR ANOTHER
GREAT ENGAGEMENT

Crown Prince Extricates His Army From
Difficult Position and Continues

to Retreat.

RAIN MAKES THE ROADS HEAVY

German Line Gradually Straightens.Allies Keep
Up Offensive.Forward Movement Con¬

tinues Between Argonne and Meuse.
Paris, Sept. 15..The officiai communication issued by the

French government to-night give» no details from the battle line,
except to »ay that the allied armies are in clo»e contact with the
German» everywhere and that the forward movement continues
between the Meuse and Argonne.

The text of the communication follows:
"On our left wing our armies are in close contact with the

enemy on the whole front from the heights north of the River
Aisne, west and north of Rheims.

"On the centre our forward movement between the Argonne
district and the Meuse continues.

'it is Absolutely untrue, as has been published time and again
by the official Wolff Agency, that the army of the Crown Prince is
besieging and bombarding Verdun. This city has never been at¬
tacked. Only the fort of Troven, which is not a part of the de¬
fences of Verdun, but protects the heights of the Meuse, has been
bombarded on several occasions.

"It is known that the violent attacks of which it ha» been the
object have not succeeded and that since yesterday it has been
relieved.

"There is nothing to report concerning our right wing."
London, Sept. 15..Fighting all along a line running almost

due east and west north of Rheims and Verdun, where the Ger¬
mans have halted their retreat to make a »tand against the pursu-

' ing Allies, to-day gave promise of another general engagement
of a magnitude equal to that of the recent battle of the Marne.

AH the official reports to-day show that the Allies are not
permitting their offensive to »lacken. They have occupied the city
of Rheims and are now usiner it a» a new base against the re-form-
ing Germans.

A Reuter dispatch from Berlin, coming by way of Araster-
dam, give» the following statement of the German headquarters
staff, timed 9 p. m. Tuesday evening :

"The battle which ha» been continuing for the last two days
on the right wing of our western army extends to-day to the eastern

| armies in the neighborhood of Verdun.
"Until now the German armies have been partly successful

in some parts of the extended battlefield. A general battle is still
continuing."

The official pre»» bureau late to-day described the situation as

j follows :

"The enemy are still occupying a strong position to the north
of the Aisne, and fighting is going on along the whole line.

"The Crown Prince's army has been driven further back and
is now on the line of Varennes, Consenvoye and Orne».

"The allied troops have occupied Rheims. Six hundred pris¬
oner» and twelve guns were captured yesterday by the corps on the
right of the British.

"Rain has made the roads heavy and is increasing the dim«
I culty of the German army in its retreat."

GERMAN LEFT DOUBLING BACK.
The report of the French War Office, transmitted to the press

bureau here, describes the situation in the east in more detail. It
| follows:

"On our left wing during the day of yesterday the Germans
offered resistance on the north side ôf the River Aisne along a
line marked by the forest of l'Aigle and Craonne (twelve miles
¡southeast of Laon).

"On our centre the German line of resistance was located yes¬
terday to the north of Rheims and of Chalons. In order to reach
Vienne, the town in the western section of the Argonne region, the
forces of the enemy which were in the southern part of the Ar¬
gonne hastened their movement of retreat. In passing between the
Argonne region and the River Meuse their front yesterday, at the
end of the day, extended from Varennes to Consenvoye.

"On our right wing the Germans were doubling back on Etain
(in France) and on Metz, Delme and Chateau Salins (all in Lor¬
raine).

"In the Vosge» and in AUace the situation is unchanged.
"In Belgium the Belgian army is continuing to operate around

Antwerp, causing seriou» losses to the enemy."
With General von Kluck and hi» army north of the River
