GUNS TRAINED ON
APIA BY GERMANS

Cruisers Then SteamAway
Without Firing a Shot,

Says Letter.
San FraaeisCOi Nov. 12. The Ger¬

man cruisers Si'harnhorst and Gneise-

nau on Septemher 14 steamed into the

harbor of Apia, formerly German

Samoa, but now held by the British,
and trained their guns on the fortifi-
