Barber Commits Double
Murder When Allow¬

ance Is Stopped.
Weeks of threats culminated yester¬

day In the murder of Mrs. Jennie Ge¬
rard! by her husband, Vito, In their
apartment, at 2?0 Last 6»th St. Two
of the five bullets he fired struck their
youngest child, Annie, eleven years old.
She died instantly. The slayer de¬
clared afterward that h« had not in-
tended to kill the child.

Hominick, who is nearly nineteen
and the eldest of the four children of
the couple, jumped up as his father
began firing, but succeeded only in get¬
ting close enough to get powder marks
on his hands. As Patrolman Greenley,
of the «»T'h «t. station, burs', in the
door Gerardi pulled the trigger, but
the revolver was empty, and bo was
soon subdued.

Vito has been known to the polier
for several years. In li'07 ho was con¬

victed of »hooting at n fellow barbar
in a downtown shop. Three yeai
he «pent forty «i-,;.« in the Tombe, r'ol-
lowing his arre«t f«,r carrying a re¬
volver. It was there that he develope«!
tul» rulo»; s In a dangerou« form.

When arrest was threatened he raised
enough to t3ke him upstate, where he
lived on $12 a week sent by his wife
until the charities which were making
her an allowance learned of it and
threaten««! to stop It unless she refused
to send him mo:

READY FOR WAR

Could Treat 400,000 Men if
Necessary, Surgeon Gen¬

eral Gorgas Says.
In times of peace prepare for war.

This v»,.s the theme underlying the
r in honor of Brigadier General

William C. Gorgas, Surgeon General
of the United States Army, by the Med-
ical Reservo Corps of New York State
ut the Hotel McAlpin last night.
"We have a medical corps large

enough to treat »100,000 men in the
Held if war should break out to-mor-
row," said General Gorgas, "and we

could put this medical force of the
¡. n -. into action at once in case of
hostilities. V. ti 'nave supplies enough
to treat four tim?s the number ot
men in our army at present. In ad¬
dition to the 600 physicians that are

at present connected with the troops,
there are 1,300 more in th« reserve

medical corps, which the United States
could employ immediately. As far as

the medical side of war is concerned,
we are prepared. Furthermore, let me

add that the medical branch of the
army is by far belter prepared for
war, if hostilities should be started
immediately, than any other depart¬
ment of the army.
"There is room for improvement. We

.are constantly working toward that
«¦nil, but sincerely believe that if

1 men should he placed in the
field to-morrow the medical corps, both
regular and reserve, could handle the
.-¡'u.it.on easily, effectively and suc-

cessfully."
That the day when the reserve corps

may be needed by this country whs

rot so far distant was the opinion of
Dr. Raymond Webb Wilcox, president
of the Association of the United States
Medical Reserva Corp«, New York
State Division. "Those reading his¬
tory and Studying events will see that
the day when we are 4vanted may not

bo far «way," he said. "But the med-
¡cal ri-erve corps will be ready.
When the call comes we will be able to
say to the Surgeon General of the
1'nited States Army: 'We are pre¬
pared.' "
