AMERICA READY
" TO PRODUCE DYES

| Will Embark in Industry if Pro-
tected by Congress from
. Foreign Monopoly.

| Washington, Feb. 24, —-Secretary Red-
| field Informed the Senate to-day, in re-
ply to & recent resolution of inquiry,
that American chemieal works and
manufacturers of dyestuffs were ready
to embnk capital and enterprise in
“building up » distinetly American coal-
tar chemical industry, using entirely
Ameriean crudes and intermediates,

providing there is ndequate legisiative
prohibition against both ‘dumping’ in
our markets of unfsir restraint of
American trade by the arbitrary action
of foreign monopoly permitted by for-
eign law and not as yet forbidden by
| our awn,

“Some of the largest manufacturers,”
the Secretary added, “have personally
informed the department that what is
needed in not u tariff change, but laws

lacing a foreign monopoly on the sume
yuuis as an Ameriean one.”

German's dominance in the Produv
tion and commerce of dyestuffs,” Secre-
tary Redfield said, “was so marked and
inherently of such potential might that
it does not hesitate to make itself felt
whenever and wherever an effort is
made toward emancipation from ita
control. Its influence has been felt at
once in our own country when efforts
to manufacture intermediate compounds
or finished dye threatened in any way
the interests of the German production
and trade.”

WALLSTEIN REPORT
JOKE, SAYS SHERIFF

' QOrifenhagen Asserts Expert's
Figures Misrepresent Ex-
penses of Office.

Leonard M. Wallstein, Commissioner
of Accounts, yesterday submitted a re-
port to Mayor Mitchel recommending
that the law be changed so that the
Sheriff rhall not receive sa his own
half of the feas of the office. Mr. Wall-
| stein reported that the five sheriffs who
! have served in New York County since
1906 have received in fees s total of
$402,329,

Sheriff  Grifenhagen declared last
night that Commissioner Wallstein's
figures on the cost of running the
Sheriff’s office were far from accurate.

“Men from Commissioner Wallstein’s
office spent four weeks in the Sheriff's
office,” said Mr. Grifenhagen, “and 1
think they should be able to put plain
figures together with mors aecuracy.
The figures of the Commissioner are a
joke."

The earnings in fees by sheriffs since

1308, as reported hi Commissioner
Wallstein, are: Nicholas J, Hayes,
1906-'07, £70,193; Thomas F, Foley,

1008-"09, £92,594; John S. Shea, 1810-'11,
£95,623: Julius Harburger, 1912-'18, $68,-
'l'ﬁg. and Max 8, Grifenhagen, 1914, §45,-
147.
| Besides these fees, the sheriffs re-
| ceived a =alary of $12,000 a year. The
cost of running the office of Sheriff for
the vears 1006 to 10156 was $829,002,
The fipures in the report to which
Cheriff Grifenhagen takes exception
are the detailed comparative cost of
operating the Sheriff's office for each
vear sinee 1811, The records of his
| office, said the Sheriff, show that in

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ASSAILS REDFIELD
POTTERY REPORT

American Potters Are Orossly
Betrayed, Declares Burgess,

Head of Association.

[Ry Telagraph to The Tridune ]

Trenton, Feb, 24.—In a statement is-
sued to-night Wiillam Burgess, of this
city, international expert on pottery
tariff and vice-president of the United
States Pottery Assoclation, bitterly
denounced the report of Secretary
Redfield on the pottery industry.

“My first impression was one of in-
dignation,” said Mr. Burgess, “st the
contemptible treatment the pottery in-
dustry has received at the hands of
Mr. Redfield's department,

“The potters have been grossly he-
trayed, the facts distorted, the com-
parisons deliberately made to show to
the great disadvantage of the American
industry. Unexplainable inconsisten-
cies, unpractieal and purely theoretieal
conelusions have been drawn and the
whole constructed to suit partisan pur-
poses and to justify partisan acts.

“The unfair points of the report are
too numervus to peint out, but ons or
two will indicate. The report opens
with the intent to leave the impression
that the industry in this country is
much larger than it really is; that the
product in 1912 was $57,992,375, where-
an the actual value of the product of
the particular branch of the industry
in question and under investigation
amounted to but about 40 per cent of
that amount.

“It is not shown that out of the
actual amount of this class of pottery
consumed in this country the Areri-
ean potter surplies only & little more
than one-third, When it {x stated that
the increase in importation last year
was but $1,000,000, the report does not
point out that this means a displace-
ment of more than $2,000,000 in this
market,

“The report shows that the cost of
making a plate in the United States is
about 27 per cent higher than in Eng-
lund, yet the man who makes it can
earn 147 per cent more money in the
United States than the man in Eng-
Innd. It is also shown that Englis
' cups and saucers which have been sold

in this country for years st 34 cents

r dozen cost some English manu-
acturers 38'4 cents per dozen to
make."
