Bandaged and congratulated on their

brave efforts against us, the Germans,
two officers of the Landwehr and their
men, were still ignorant of what had

put them out of the race. Their sorrow

at not having first thought of this new

mode of automobile warfare was in¬
tense.
A can of gasolene was spilled over

the pile of junk, the mitrailleuses were

hammered into shapeless masses, and
a match applied. The vanquished
armored car ended in a blaze, while its

former occupants returned with us,

prisoners. An hour later we met the

other cars.

GERMANY TO ISSUE
ANOTHER WAR LOAN

Plan Includes Imperial and Ex-

chequer Bonds, with Unlim«
ited Subscription.

Berlin .via London i, Feb. 21. The

imperial government has decided to

issue a second 5 per cent war loan.
This will be open for subscriptions
from February 27 to March 19, and v ill
take the form of 5 per cent imperial
bonds and 5 per cent exchequer bonds.
Interest will run from July 1.
The exchequer bonds will be redeem¬

able by drawing, and the imperial
bonds will not be redeemable until Oc-
tober 1. 1924. The loan will be issued
at 9" 50, and the amount of the sub-
scrintion will be unlimited.
The issue price of the new loan wa«

fixed at a higher rate than that of the

September loan, whie-Ji was 97.50, as

the government was encouraged by the

! fact that the loan now stands at par.
! The present issue »ill be floated in

time to meet the first instalment on the

April coupon payments. Payments on

the loan will be distributed over a

! number of dates, emending into the
summer. The paospects for a success¬

ful subscription are regarded as good.

Although knowledge of such negotia¬
tions was denied yesterday by inter¬
national bankers, talk was heard in
the financial district that Germany is

endeavoring to influence wealthy Ger¬
man-Americans to subscribe privately
to a loan which was understood to be
in the neighborhood of $50.000,000. In

LOSS OF BRITISH
AVIATORS FEARED

Three of Those Who Took Part
in Raid Against Oermans

in Belgium Missing.
London, Feb. 24. -Three aviators

who participated in a raid directed
against German positions in Belgium
are musing. A statement to this ef¬
fect was issued to-night by the Offi¬
cial Information Bureau.
"The Secretary of the Admiralty,**

says the statement, "regrets to an¬
nounce that in the recent naval air at¬
tacks on the Ostend, Zeebrugge and
Bruges district four flying officers
were reported missing. One of these,
Flight Lieutenant D. Murray, has since

reported himself from Flushing. Lieu¬
tenant Murray was compelled to alight
on the open sea, and was eventually
picked up by a Dutch torpedo boat.
"The three other officers reported

missing are Flight Lieutenant F.. G.
Rigall, F'light Lieutenant the Hon. DA
O'Brien and Flight Sub-Lieutenant T.
Spencer. It is regretted that no fur
ther news of them has been obtained."

The
identical note on marine warfare sent
by the I'nited States government to
(Aeat Britain and Germany is now in
the hands of Dr. von Bethmann-Holl-
weg. imperial German Chancellor, and
Gottlieb von Jagow, the German For¬
eign Minister, who are examining care¬
fully the various proposals contained
in it.

Certain of the proposals, for exam¬

ple, the removal of the mine fields
around England, will probably be un¬

acceptable to Germany, but it is
thought that Germany possibly may
make concessions on other points.

It cannot be said, however, that there
is any great optimism in either German;
or diplomatic quarters that Great Brit¬
ain will accept any of the proposals
permitting the importation of food-
stuffs into Germany. The German gov-
ernment, it is said, is not counting on

such concessions.

Referring to the note, the "Berliner

London, Feb. 24 The Foreign Office
is extremely reticent in discussing the
American proposal made to London and
Berlin outlining a plan for the feeding
of the civil population of Germany
under certain regulations.

S r Fdward Grey-, the British For¬
eign Secretary, and other members of
the Cabinet still lay emphasis on the
fact, that Great Britain has not yet
made food destined for Germany abso¬
lute contraband. While Sir Fdwarel
Grey's reply to the Cnited States gov¬
ernment's note concerning the food
steamer Wilhclmina intimated that such
a step probably would be necessary,
the absolute prohibition of food ship-
mints to Germany has not actually
been announced, in fact, the decision
of the Wilhelmina case by the prize
court is being looked forward to, as it
is considered that this will amount to
a definite statement of the British posi¬
tion.
For several days it has been inti¬

mated in official circles that the For¬
eign Office might isssue a memoran¬
dum setting forth definitely the British
policy concerning foodstuffs destined
for Germany and outlining plans for
the reprisals deemed necessary because
of the operations of the German SSJtt*
marines. The impression still prevails
that such a general statement may be
issued independently of any reply
which Sir Fdward Grey may give to
the latest American suggestion for
feeding the civilians of Germany. It
is known that part of the material for
such a memoranelum has been consid¬
ered ami that the issuance of the)
statement within two or three days ia
not improbable.

Little Opposition Kvpc'l.-H
British officials are said to he flrmly

convinced that the neutral powers will
offer little objection if fooel supplie.«
are cut off from (iermany in retaliation
for the German submarine nativities,
which they allege arc in violation of all
international law and prm-tiee. A
prominent British official, discussing
to-day the probability of making food¬
stuffs absolute contraband, mentioned
the position taken by Count Caprivi,
once German Imoerial Chancellor, on
this subject.
