NEW CURE TO END
TETANUS SCOURGE

Dr. S. J. Meltzer, of Rock¬
efeller Institute, Makes

Discovery.

METHOD TO SAVE
SOLDIERS IN EUROPE

Artificial Respiration and Epsom
Salts as Aids -Plan Battle¬

field Tests.

A new method has been discovered
for treating lockjaw, the greatest
scourge of the European war. The an¬

nouncement was made yesterday by
?he Rockefeller Institute for Medical
Research, which has conducted an In¬

vestigation into the condition of

wounded troops, and has come to tha

conclusion that a large number of

fatalities are due to tetanus germs,
which thrive in the highly cultivated
soil of Kurope.
The discovery is credited to Dr.

Samuel J. Meltzer, who made a sensa¬

tion in medical circic-s in 1012 by the

discovery of a meanI of artificial WS«

piration. At the lime It was said the

m">thod had resulted in the restoration
of ft young man considered dead in tho

ordinary acceptance of the word, after

an overdose of morphine. The same

method, called "pharyngeal insuffla¬
tion" by Dr. Meltzer, is utilized in the
tetanus cure.

Twenty-live pieces of apparatus used
in the new method already h_ve been
sent to Furope. They hav_ been pre¬
sentee! to the foremost surgeons of
the nation« at war.

The presnnt method of treating teta¬
nus has serious drawbacks. It con-

r.f the injection of a prophylac-
*:<. .lose of anti-tetanus serum into the
wounded. Soldiers have been tuught
to Administer the serum in the
trenches when surgeons could not,
reach wounded men quickly enough.
but in many cases the wounded died
before the serum could do its work.
The problem that confronted the

surgeons of the institute was to pre¬
vent convulsions, which so o'ten re-

suited fatally. Dr. Meltier discovered
.hat the injection of a solution of
Kpsom salts into the spinal mem¬

brane would produce complete relaxa¬
tion of the muscles for several hours,
or long enough for tho serum to take
effect.
Then it wbs discovered that the re¬

laxation in m:.ny cases was so complete
that it caused tho muscles of respira¬
tion to relapse, and a cessation of
breathing followed. The problem then
was to induce artificial respiration
untii the antitoxin serum could do its
v. ork in neutralizing the tetanus
germs. At this point Dr. Meltzer util¬
ized his discovery of 1912.
The apparatus is described as being

small enough to carry in a suitcase.
Stripped of its medical terms, the sys¬
tem employed is simply putting a tube
down the windpipe of the putient and
forcing air into the lungs with bel¬
lo.« s. The return current of air
passes through the »pace between the
tube and the wall of the windpipe,
thus keeping up n system of respira¬
tion. The supply of oxygen i« replen¬
ished and the carbon dioxide removed.

FRANK GETS FINAL
APPEAL HEAPING

Louis Marshall Asks the Su¬
preme Court to Overrule

Washington, Feb. 28, A finp.l plea
for Leo M. Frank, under sentence of
death for the murder of Mary Phagan,
an Atlanta factory girl, was made be¬
fore the L'nited States Supreme Court
to-day by Louis Marshall. New York
attorney, who will end his argument
to-morrow. He contended that Frank
had been deprived of the constitu¬
tional right to be present in court
throughout his trial and that a mob
spirit pervaded the courtroom while
the «rase was being tried.

Chief Justice White interrupted to,
ask: "Is it your argument that in a'
jury trial where the arcueed is not
present he has not been heard, and the
trial has been illegal and he must go
free?"

Mr. Marshall said the right to be
present nas not one which the ac¬
cused could voluntarily or involun¬
tarily waive. '.The right to be heard,"
he added, "includes the right to be
present at the tinal stages of the trial
a.< well as the earlier stages.''
The chief justice questioned Mr.

Marshall regarding the fact that Frank
actually was heard in his own behalf
and was present in the courtroom ex-
ctpt when the verdict was rendered.
The chief justice ,-eemed to take the
position that the due process of law
guaranteed by the Cor stitution did
not involve all the common law prac¬
tices involved in a trial by jury.

HIS OHIO TAX BILL

Seeks to Avoid $1,150,700
Levy by Denying His
Citizenship There.

To avoid the payment of $1,150,700
tax levied on him by the Cleveland au¬

thorities John I). Rockefeller made a

sworn statement to his attorneys yes¬
terday ¿hat he had not been a resident
of that city or state for the last flf-
teen year». The claim by Cleveland
agninst his personal estate was ad¬
vanced on the ground that Mr. Rocke¬
feller spent the greater part of the
year ended February 1, liM4t in Ohio.

In explaining this yesterday, Mr.
Rockefeller stated that, although he
had been at his summer horns from
June 24, 11113, to the beginning of the
next February, his intention had been
to return to New York in October. He
hSd been forced to remain there longer
on account of the Illness of his wife
and her sister, Miss Spellman.

His private secretary, II. D. Simms,
indorsed this assertion, saying he had
mad«! all traniportation arrangements
for the return of the Rockefellers to
.New York in October, but was obliged
to cancel them.

Mr. Rockefeller further testified that
he was a citizen of the State of New
York, that he had been assessed by the
proper authorities here and had always
paid his taxes regularly. At no time
during the last fifteen years, he insist¬
ed, had his place of abode been in the
State of Ohio, nor had ho voted th"re»
The assessment by the Ohio authori¬

ties was upheld by the Ohio Hoard of
Complnin's. Whereupon Mr. Rocke¬
feller petitioned the Federal Court for
nn injunction restraining the officials
from collecting the tax. After a tem¬
porary injunction was granted Mr.
Rockefeller applied for a permanent in¬
junction. It was In respect to this ap¬
plication that he testified yesterday.
