of graduates of Jefferson Medical Col-
lege, including bacteriologists and
other specialists. Dr. Potter said the
organization probably would be placed
under the direction of the American
Red Cross, but it will be financed by
alumni of the college.

Dr. Osier has appealed to Columbia,
Harvard and Johns Hopkins univer¬
sities for similar unit?. Expert ser¬
vice of this kind is badly needed be¬
cause of recent losses in the medical
corps and the increased number of
wounded with the renewal of the
lighting.
