AIRSHIPSAND TAUBE
FLY OVER SUFFOLK

No Bombs Dropped by Zeppelins
.Allied Airmen Bombard

Town in Baden.
London. April 30. Four Zeppelin

dirigible baltoons flew over Lowestoft,
Suffolk County, to-night, according to

unofficial reports. A German Taube

aeroplane also visited the county this
afternoon, accord.ng to an F.xchange
Telegraph dispatch, but dropped no

bombs. Two British airmen are said
to have gone up in pursuit of the hos¬
tile aircraft.
Airmen have been very active on the

Continent, according to the official re¬

ports received to-dav.
Sir John French states that a Ger¬

man aviator was brought down east of
Ypres.
The French communique states:
"One of our airships has bombarded

the railroad and sheds in the region
of \ aleneiennes. One of our aero¬

planes, which was destroyed by an ex-

ii, fell inside the enemy's lines."
German Army Headquarters reports:
"Aviators have been active on the

coast; at Ostend houses were damaged.
"N<*ar Comay, in the eastern part of

the Argonnc, an aeroplane of the
enemy came to earth. The aviators
were found to be dead."

Amsterdam, via London, April 30
"Allied airmen are displaying great
activity over Southern Baden," says
the Berlin "Lokal Anzeiger." "They paid
four visits to Haltingen on Wednesday
between 7 o'clock in the morning and
noon, dropping bombs for the purpose
of destroying the engineering works.
Only one of these bombs scored a hit,
however, causing little damage. Two
men were wour.ded slightly. Seven
other bombs were dropped on the town,
one exploding at the railway station
and greatly dr.maging two express en¬

gines, and slightly wounding several
people."

BELGIAN PROTESTS
PRAYER FOR PEACE

English Suffragist Dis¬
rupts Hague Congress

with War Speech.
The Hague, Netherlands, April 30.

I The wings of the dove of peace were

ruffled to-day at the session of the

International Congress of Women.

Mrs. Schwimmer, president of the

Hungarian Women's Suffrage Associ-

ation, requested that all the delegates
present stand one minute in silent

prayer for peace. Mile. Hamer, of the

Belgian delegation, thereupon asked

permission to utter a few words. When

this was granted she astounded her au-

| dience with the dramatic exclamation:
"I am a Belgian before everything,

and I cannot think as you do. There

can be no peace without justice. The

war must continue until the Belgians'
; wrongs have been righted. There must

be no mediation except at the bar of

justice!"
General sympathy for the suffering

of the Belgians caused part of the au-

dience to break into cheers.
On the motion of Miss Florence Hol-

brook, of Chicago, the word "justice"
was inserted in the resolution, which
reads:
"The International Congress of

Women, of different nations, creeds,
classes and parties, united in express¬
ing sympathy with the suffering of all,
whatever their quality, who are fight¬
ing for their country or who are labor¬
ing under the burden of war. Since
the mass of the people of each of the
countries now warring believe them¬
selves to be lighting not aggressively,
but in self-defence and for their na¬

tional existence, it urges the govern¬
ments of the world to put an end to

this bloodshed and to begin peace ne¬

gotiations, and it emphatically demands
that the peace which follows shall be

rermanent, and, therefore, based upon
ustice and principles which include
those adopted by this congress."
Some time before the Congress had

been considerably upset by Mrs. Amy
LiHingston, of London, who declarpil:

.'I was a suffragist, and I remain a

suffragist. I suffered in jail for it.

I am just a plain Knglish working
woman, but I represent millions of
wessen «ho favor the present just
war as much as do the men. One
hundred and eighty women are said
to be was'ing at Tilbury to come to

this congress to talk peace. For every
one of those a thousand English
women are willing to accompany their
sons and husbands to tight. \Ve are

tired of the centurv old silly plati-
tudes such as are uttered here." Mrs.
LiHingston insisted on continuing her
speech until »he was ruled out of
order.
The whole tone of the congress

to-day was American. Miss Leonora
O'Reilly, of New York, brought greet¬
ings to the delegates from American
women trade unionists. Miss Angela'
Morgan recited a poern entitled "The
Battle Cry of Mothers." The trans-

atlantic delegates secured the adop-
tiorr of many of their propositions,
among which was a motion urging the
organization of a society of the na-

tions for developing the work of the
Hague Conference, including perma¬
nent courts of arbitration, conciliation
and investigation ana an arbitral court
of justice.
The congress will close to-morrow

with a business session.

More than sixty l'Jincl
shells were fired into the town, doini
r-r°at damage. The frightened people
who had no idea whence the »hell
were coming, made a rush for thei
cellars, and hundreds hid there unti
the bombardment waa over. Thii
moning more than 2,000 refugee« fron
the town arrived in Calais, and mon

veré coming.
The Admiralty announced to-night

that the position of the German gun!
which have boon bombarding Dunkirk
has bepn verified by aircraft reconnois
sauce, and that it was attacked this
evening, twelve small and two large
bombs being dropped.

Reconnoissance was made also tc
Ostend. which was cleared of all im¬
portant, craft. A Taube aeroplane ap¬
peared in sight, but kept 10.000 feet
up and three miles off. A naval aero¬

plane chased the Taube, whereupon the
latter retired.
One report to-day had it that the

Germans had been seen off the coast
of Belgium, but as British war craft
were bombarding Zeebrugge during the

i greater part of last night and again
to-day this seems doubtful.
The test of the French official, which,

by a juxtaposition of sentences, cauied
the confusion, follows:
"German warships have been re¬

ported at large off the coast of Bel¬
gium.
"Dunkirk yesterday received nine-

teen shells of large calibre. Twenty
persons were killed and forty-five
bounded. Some houses were de¬
stroyed."
The Berlin War Office statement ex¬

plained the situation in the following
pt ragraph I
"The fortress at Dunkirk was shelled

.yesterday by German artillery."

GERMAN SUBMARINE
BASE BOMBARDED

Amsterdam, April 30. "The coast
batteries at Zeebrugge were heavily en¬

gaged from 9:30 o'clock last night to
1 o'clock this morning, replying to a

bombardment from the sea," says a
dispatch to the "Telegraaf."
"A thick mist prevented the vessels

engaged from being seen. That the
bombardment was effective in places is
inferred from the numerous fires that
arose on the land."

Town of Gallipoli Report¬
ed by Athens as Capt¬

ured by Allies.

FRENCH CLEAR CAPE

Advance In Asiatic Promontory
.London Official Declares

English Losses Heavy.
London. April 30. British troops,

after a series of violant engagements
extending from the jEgean Sea to the
Dardanelles Strait, have driven the
Turks from the end of the Gallipoli
Peninsula as far as Knthia. five mile«
from the tip. while the French, on the
Asiatic side, have clesre 1 Kum Ksleh
Cspe of the opposing force, according
f,o a detailed official statement issued
to-night by the British War Office. A
column of Australian and New Zealand
forces twenty miles up the seaeoast,at
Sari Bair, the statement says, are

pushing forward toward the strait,
overcoming a desperate resistance by
the Turks.
An unofficial dispatch from Athena

says that the Allies have captured the
city of Gallipoli. at the entrance of the
Sea of Marmora. That the Allies have
crossed the peninsula and attacked this
strategic position is admitted in to¬
day's official bulletin of the German
General Staff, which states that the
Turks at this point "fought uninter-

l îuptedly for two davs against the con¬

stant attack of the enemy without
showing fatigue."

Two Une« Arroa* Land.
These reports show that the British

j have succeeded in throning two lines
across the Gallipoli Peninsula, one at
each end of the long tongue of land
along the Dardanelles. The northern
line, if held, would cut off the Turk-
ish army from all assistance in the way
of supplies and reinforcements from
Constantinople.
The Turkish official reports continue

to claim that the Allies are meeting
defeat; that most of those on the
peninsula and all on the Asiatic aide
have been driven off. The French
cruiser Jeanne d'Arc is said to have
been set on tire and a British destroyer
sunk.
The Turks, under the guidance of

their German officers, tonight's official
report says, placed every obstacle in

¡the way of the invaders, but against
| the fire of the allied fleet and the gal-
j lantry of the army they were forced to
¡fall back. The British forces lost
heavily in the operation.

While this was proceeding the fleet,
besides covering the landing of the
troops, kept up a bombardment of the
forts in the Dardanelles and prevented
reinforcements from reaching Turkey
from the Sea of Marmora. One Turk¬
ish troop«! ip was sunk by the British
battleship Queen Klizabeth, which is
believed again to have been firing her
big guns acioss the peninsula, directed
by airmen. The troopship waa sunk off
Maídos, a town well inside the Ner-
rows, which later the battleship Tri¬
umph bombarded and set on fire.

Five Hundred Prisoners Taken.
The official account of the landing of

the allied troops does not bear out the
over-optimistic reports from (ireeian
towns which preceded it and which
mentioned thousands of prisoners as
having been captured, the total of men
taken by the Allies being given as 600.
These were cut off by the fire of the
ships. Neither does the report mention
operations off Smyrna or in the Gulf
of Saros against the Hulair line of
forts, bui. it is certain that these points
are being watched to prevent rein¬
forcements reaching the Turks.
The text of the War'Office communi¬

cation follows:
'The disembarkation of the army in

the Dardanelles began before sunrise
on April 25. Six different beaches were
used, and the operation was covered
by the whole fleet.

i "The landing was Immediately suc¬
cessful on five beaches, although it was
opposed with vigor by a strongly in-
trenched enemy in successive lines,
which were protected by barbed wire
entanglements, in some places fifty
yards wide, and supported by artillery.
"On the sixth beach, near Seddul

Bahr, the troops could tot advance un.
til evening, when a fine attack by the
British infantry from the direction of
Cape Tekeh relieved the pressure on
thiir front. The arrangements for land-
in ; had been concerted m the utmoet
detail between the fleet and the army.
