AUSTRIANS FAIL
TO CLAIM GAINS

Petrograd Places Number of
Prisoners Taken from May 12

to 24 at 19.000.
London. May 81. The great battle

of the River San. to which the Rus¬
sians fell back after retreatir.fr over
half of Galicia, though atlll raging, Ik
developing In favor of the Czar's
forces, Petrograd officially announce«

to-day. This statement is taken in
London to mean that another mighty
German effort has expended itself.
Though the fate of Przemyel is still

uncertain, it Is contended in allied
circles that the A'jstro-Germans have
failed of their purpose to crush the
Russians in Galicia, and that their,
rush forward, costing, as it did, thou-
Mads of lives, had fallen short, Just as
did the repeated thrusts at Warsaw
and Calais.

Austria Make« No Claim,
The official statement issued to-night

by the Austrian War Office makes no
claim of any noteworthy advances in
the east, dismissing the Przemvsl
region with the brief declaration that
"the fighting continues." and asserting:
that there have been no serious en-
easements elsewhere on the eastern
front. The Rerlin official statement
merely savs that the Germans have
pushed forward "toward the northeast¬
ern front."
The Russian«, m the other hand,

claim victories virtually alone the en¬
tire front, especially beyond the
Dniester, where thev say they have
taken 7,000 prisoners. Petrograd
plaeea the number of prisoners taken

sen May 12 and and Mav 24 at
19.000. The text of the communie«-
tion follows:
"In the Shavli region, in Kovno I

Province, the Germans continue to re-
sist our offensive with \iclent fire, but
the fighting in this district continues
to our advantage.

Many Prisoners Taken.
"On the front between the River

Pilica and the upper Vistula we

captured between May 12 and May 24
209 officers and 18,617 of the rank'and
fils.

"In Galicia, the battle on the San
River also is developing in our favor.
Our troops have successfully assumed
the offensive, and last night they
crossed the River Lubaczowka and
occupied the village of Monasterz, in-
llicting heavy losses on the enemy

"The offensive of the enemy along
the front from Jaroslau to Radymno.
in an easterly direction, has been
stopped by our fire.

German Attacks Repulsed.
"In the region bevond the Dniester

a.l the hostile attacks on Saturday
along the front between Zaderewacz,
Bolecho« and Jaworow were repulsed
with heavy losses to the enemy. On
Saturday night our troops assumed a

lesolute offensive with great success,

(in this front we captured over 7,000
prisoners and thirty quick-firing «uns.
The enemy began a disorderly re-

treat."

"The story of ihe Audacious is being

ena"ted over again," said Mr. Milloy
"I am telling you this because I re¬

ceived whut I eon«ider absolute con¬

firmation of the loss of the Queen
Elisabeth."
"This confirmation was received

through a schoolboy friend of mine,
now n colonel in a Canadian regiment,
who was brought back from the fron:
in Northern l-"r:ince during the first

week in May. On Monday, May 10, I
was at the private hospital in the
Regent Park section of London, where
he hod /c in placed, when a cablegram
was brought to his room. He asked
me to open it and read it to him. This
is what it said:

" 'Cotman and Stevenson went down
with the Queen Elizabeth. I escaped.
McQuade.' "

His friend did not seem to question
the accuracy of the report, said Mr.
¦Iilloy. At the Hotel Cecil he says he
found guests in the lobby greatly ex¬

cited by a brief announcement that if
was reported the Queen Elizabeth had
beer sunV.

TURKS. IN ROUT
ON GALLIPOLI,
SHELL COMRADES
Demoralized by Allies'

Fire, Ottomans Swell
Own Casualty Lists.

I.o: lor. May 31. Heavy fighting on

Gallipoh peninsula, resulting in the
rout of the attacking Turkish forces,
is announced in an official statement
given out here to-day. The casualties
of the Turk« are said to have amounted
to at least two thousand. The British
losses are given aa three hundred.
The statement is as follows:
"Regurding the operations at the

Dardanelles, on May 21 we detected
engineers of the enemy working under
one of our posts. We exploded a coun¬

termine, which was very successful. On
the same evening the Turks effected a

lodgment in these vacant trenches. Our
troops counter-attacked with the bay¬
onet and recaptured the firing line
trenches. The Turks in the support
trenches surrendered.
"While this was going on heavy col-

nmni of the enemy advanced to make
good the temporary local success. Being
visible in the bright moonlight to our

gunners, they were able to bring a
cross tire at accurate and known ranges,
'he consequence being that the Turk¬
ish advance became demoralized. Their
second line bomb throwers flung mis¬

siles into their first line, completing
the rout. The enemy's casualties were

at least '-',000. whereas ours were 300.
"On the night of the 29th the Turks

twice attacked the new post we won the
night before without, making an im¬
pression.
"On the night of the 28th the French

army captured an important redoubt
on the extreme left of the Turkish line
and consolidated the ground captured.
The Turks fired heavily on the new po¬
sition, but did not advance to attack
it, being checked by artillery fire. They
attacked the left "flank of one of the
French divisions, but were beaten
back."
