AROUND ARRAS

Renew Drive and Advance
at Many Points.Take
Steinbruck in Alsace.

Paris, June IT tgain the French
at m;«\s have taken up the sweep
against th« Garrotín line.« nrounil Arras

which was halted for a few days by
the desperate resistance of the in-
raders. Trench after trench ha« been

carried, particularly on the road from
Souchez to Aix Moulette, evidently by
a greatly reinforced front.
While desperate encounters between

infantry at bayonet point and artillery
battles of unsurpassed violence have
ranged along this line of the French
advance, the forces of General Joffre
in Alsace have sturdily forged their
way ahead on both banks of the river
Fecht. They have taken Altenhof, a

suburb of Metzeral, and Steinbruck,
the town which was the objective of
-uch tierce fighting last year.

The intensity of the artillery light¬
ing in Northern France is shown by
the fact, announced in to-night's of¬

ficial report, that 300,000 French shells
were expended on a comparatively
short front to support the infantry at¬
tack.

Battle Is Desperate.
The French War Office communique,

issued to-night, follows:
"There has been great activity on

the front during the last two «lays.
The fighting to the north of Arras since

yesterday has taken on a character of
extreme intensity. The infantry ac¬

tions have been numerous and des¬
perate, the duel of artillery violent and
continuous.

Kaiser's Gun Agent Con¬
ferred Many Times with

Von Bernstorff.

GOT AID IN BIG DEAL

Sigmund Albert Named as Go«
Between in Negotiations

with Middlemen.

Providence, June 1«. "The Provl-
dence Journal" publishes this morning
an account of the activities of Dr. Al¬
bert Meyer since he came to this coun¬

try on a ship from Palermo, Italy, on

January 2. The gist of their informa¬
tion follows:

Dr. Meyer's purpose in visiting the
United States was to purchase war

munitions for Germany. In this he
was most successful. Altogether the
German agent bought about $:i2,000,000
worth of supplies, confining his activi-
ties mostly to the middle West.
A large part of the ammunition

which Dr. Meyer obtained for use in
the German army was purchased
through middlemen, the manufacturers
in most cases believing their products
were going to the Allies.
Meyer stayed at the German Club

«luring his first six weeks in New York.
Later he stopped twice at the Hotel
McAlpin, in intervals bet ween Western
trips, ttgistering each time under an

¡assumed name. In the Western hotela
where he stopped he was known usually
as "Dr. Wise." He u,sed this name at
the La Salle Hotel, in Chicago, where
he stopped for three or four weeks, and
also at the Jefferson Hotel, in St. Louis,
and the Pfister Hotel, in Milwaukee.

i Meyer had frequent consultatione
with the German Ambassador, te>
though his position was equal to the
ambassador's, and his instructions came

directly from the German imperial
government, through their consul
general in New York.
The munitions which Meyer gathered

from various parts of the country were

shipped chiefly from New Orleans and
I Boston to Italian ports.

The declaration of war by Italy cut
or? shipments by this route, however,
and Meyer was obliged to check his ac¬
tivities. Among the supplies which left
before the Italian government spoiled
his method of getting the American
products safely to the Fatherland was
one consignment of 8,000,000 rounds of
copper alloy cartridge cases. These
were not loaded, but plenty of explo¬
sives were carried in various shipmenta
of shells.

In these wholesale purchases Sig¬
mund Albert acted as Dr. Meyer's pur-
chasing agent. Albert met many of
the middlemen and some of the manu-

facturers and arranged the details of
many of the largest deals.
"The Journal" also mentions Meyer-

Gerhard, the supposedly bona fide lect¬
urer for the German Red Cross. Ac¬
cording to the paper's information, the
money which Meyer-Gerhard's lectures
drew from his sympathetic audiences
did not go for supplies for suffering
German soldiers, after all.at least,
not all. of it. Part of the proceeds
was devoted to a well organized pub-

'licity campaign for the German cause.

Lansing Finds Trail
Left by Meyer in U. S.

Washington. June 17 The excitement

aroused in official circles by the story,
¡printed in Wednesday's Tnb'inc, which
told of the impersonation of Dr. Meyer-
Gerhard, of the German Coloria'Office,
by Dr. Alfred Meyer, of the War Office,

[continues unabated. Interest centres
on the coming interview between Count
von Bernstorff and Secretary of State
Lansing.
Evidence that there is such a person

as Dr. A. Meyer appears in a statement
given out to-day by Secretary Lansing.
The Secretary said that he h,ad received
word from a New York man in whom
he had confidence, to the effect that
I'r. A. Meyer was known to him. From
the same source came the information
that the New Yorker knew Meyer-Ger¬
hard also.

This statement was considered sig-
nificant, coming so closely on the heels
of the assertions made yesterday by
the German Embassy that no such per¬
son as Dr. A. Mover existed. The in¬
formation given out by Mr. Lansing
was lacking in detail, and the wherea¬
bouts of the Dr. A. Meyer were not
made known.
Count von Bernstorff, the German

Ambassador, will confer with Secretary
g to-morrow, and give hia ver¬

sion of the affair. That the ambassa¬
dor will deny the authenticity of the
story is indicated in a telegram re¬

ceived here today from the German
Embassy, at Cedarhurst, L. L. but
whether he will submit the facts in his
possession to the public remains to ba
seen.

In the telegram, as given out by the
State Department, is the statement that
the circulation of the Meyer-Gerhard
story is likely to nullify the earnest
